EXT. VICTOR CONNOR’S HOUSE-DAY



An ESTABLISHING shot.  The film is in black and white, 16mm, and grainy.



INT. VICTOR’S HOUSE-DAY



VICTOR’S FATHER, an older, but stong man is standing in front of a table filled with film equipment looking angry.  VICTOR is sitting in a chair, shaking, very visually scared of his father, but angry that what he has worked so hard to create is about to be destroyed.



VICTOR’S FATHER

		What the hell is this, Victor?  What the hell is all this?

		Is this what you’ve been doing in the basement?



VICTOR

		I’ve been editing my film together, yes.



VICTOR’S FATHER

		Jesus, son, what’s wrong with you?  Can’t you go out and

		just be normal?  You want to be a filmmaker… goddammit,

		son, you live in West Virginia!  You’re going to be a coal

		miner, just like me.



VICTOR

		No!  I have a dream, and I’m going to make it happen.  I

		ain’t just gonna’ give up on it!  I wanna’ go into the

		movies.



Victor’s father throws the equpment off the able in rage.



VICTOR’S FATHER

		Son, you’ve got to stop dreamin’!  Listen, wantin’ to be

		famous, and havin’ all these fantasies is great and all,

		but you’ve got to wake up and face the facts now.  You’re

		getting older.  You can’t just go on thinking you’re going

		to be some movie maker.  It’ll hurt too much when the dream

		is shattered.



VICTOR

		But think of what it’d be like if it wasn’t shattered!  I

		can’t just give up on it.  I can’t just settle.  I’m sorry.

		I can’t be like you.



Victor’s father looks at him, very hurt, and very full of anger.



VICTOR’S FATHER

		Get out.



VICTOR

		What?







VICTOR’S FATHER

		Get out of the house.  I won’t have you talkin’ to me about

		how I settled.  You think you’re so much better than me,

		well then let’s see how you do on your own.



VICTOR

		Alright, dad, let’s see.



Victor walks toward the door, then turns back to his father one last time before opening it.  He does, and then walks forward, only to hit the next, clear glass door hard.  He falls down.



VICTOR

		Dammit.



The film suddenly burns out, fizzling into…



EXT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-MORNING



An ESTABLISHING shot.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-MORNING



We OPEN on the digital alarm clock.  The time is 6:37 AM.  The alarm goes off, and LUCKY slams his hand down on the clock making it stop.  He yawns, and then looks up at his calendar.  It’s April 1st.



LUCKY

		Oh, shit.



START THE LUCKY GETTING READY FOR SCHOOL MONTAGE:



1.)	Lucky turns his computer on.

2.)	Lucky enters the hall, where his dog is waiting.  The dog tries to get up and sniff him, which annoys him.  He finally pets him so he’ll go away, and then starts to play by petting him and sniffing him back.

3.)	Lucky enters his dad’s room and gets a towel.

4.)	Lucky goes back into the hall, where the dog immediately jumps on him and it is very visible that the dog was somehow aroused by Lucky’s sniffing earlier.  He pushes the dog off him, and runs into the bathroom frightened.

5.)	From outside the bathroom, we see Lucky throwing his clothes out.

6.)	Lucky comes out of the bathroom in new clothes.  The camera pans up from the ground, so that we see Lucky’s hair is now green.

7.)	Lucky goes into his room, and picks up the remote control.  He flips through the channels until he gets to one that flashes CODE RED, and then shows a bunch of Marines beating each other up.  It is then explained that this is a commercial for Mountain Dew: Code Red.  Lucky looks at it in shock.  Then, he goes to sit down at his chair in front of the computer.

LUCKY

		No.



Lucky’s father, PETER, dressed in a green suit, is standing behind him holding a box of Lucky Charms.  Lucky turns around and looks at him.



PETER

		Do ya’ want yer’ Lucky Charms, laddy?



LUCKY

		Yeah, but first, why don’t you tell me why my hair was

		green when I got out of the shower, my teeth were green

		after I brushed them, and…



PETER

		And why were yer’ jack off magazines filled with pictures

		of fat women?



LUCKY

(embarrassed)

		Yeah.



PETER

		Didn’t ya’ know it’s April Fool’s Day?



LUCKY

		Whatever, just let me have the cereal.





PETER

		You don’t think I’m just goin’ to hand it to ya’, do ya’?



LUCKY

		Dad, just give me the cereal.



PETER

		Ah, ah, ah, first you have to answer my riddles three!



LUCKY

		Actually, I’ll just take it.



Peter dashes away.



PETER

		It’s not that easy to be takin’ an Irishman’s prized

		possesions!



LUCKY

		It’s toasted oats with marshamallows, and you’re not an

		Irishman, you’re just obsessed with the culture.



PETER

		I thought we agreed not to bring that up, Lucky.



LUCKY

		And you named me Lucky, for God’s sake!  That’s a dog’s

		name!



PETER

		It’s a name to be proud of with yer’ Irish heritage!



LUCKY

		Dad, am I getting through to you?  You’re not Irish!  I

		don’t have an Irish heritage!  Sure, it’s great that you’ve

		taken interest in another culture, but do you realize what

		you’re job is?  You do Irish jigs!  You do Irish jigs for a

		living!



PETER

		Oh, so that’s what this is about.  You’re embarrassed of

		me.





LUCKY

		It’s kind of hard not to be when you DO IRISH JIGS FOR A

		LIVING!



PETER

		Ah, I guess yer’ right.  Money’s been coming in kind of

		slow lately.



LUCKY

		So, you might think of getting a better job?



PETER

		I guess I’ll have to.  Say, you know, you could help out

		some by getting a job of yer’ own.



LUCKY

		Uh, no thanks…



PETER

		Ah, c’mon!  Are ya’ sayin’ that yer’ ashamed of what yer’

		father does to pay the bills, yet you yerself won’t help

		him out some so maybe he doesn’t have ta’?



LUCKY

		Yes, that is what I’m saying.  I’ve got to get to school.



PETER

		Alright, see ya’ later then…



Lucky hugs his dad, and then walks out the door.  Peter goes into the refridgerator and gets out a bottle of beer.





PETER

		I love the Irish.



EXT. BUS STOP-MORNING



RICK JAGGED is standing up, waiting for the bus alone.  Lucky walks up to him.



RICK

		‘Sup, Lucky?



LUCKY

		Hey Rick, what’s going on?



RICK

		Nothin’.  Shit man, you catch the Z yesterday?



LUCKY

		The Z?



RICK

		Dragonball Z, man.





LUCKY

		You don’t seem like the type of person who’d watch that.



RICK

		What?  Dragonball Z’s the shit man; Vegeta is badass.  I

		could kick his ass though.



Rick does a series of kicks and punches to Lucky.



LUCKY

		Ow.



RICK

		Shit, what the fuck’s wrong with you?  I’m just playin’.



LUCKY

		Yeah, I know, but it hurt.



RICK

		The fuck you talkin’ ‘bout?  I play like that all the time.



LUCKY

		I know you do, but did you ever realize that it hurts

		people when you “play” like that?



RICK

		Hell no.  Yesterday, my sister’s cat came into my room, and

		I kicked that little kitty’s ass, but it knew I was just

		playin’.



LUCKY

		You kicked a cat’s ass?



RICK

		Just like a Super Saiyan, shit yeah!



LUCKY

		That’s just sad.



The bus pulls up.  Rick runs up doing different karate moves, while Lucky limps along.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-MORNING



Lucky gets off the bus and sees BILL SWINE.



LUCKY

		Hey, Bill.



BILL

		Hey, what’s up?



LUCKY

		My dad’s trying to get me to get some job.



BILL

		Isn’t your dad…



LUCKY

		Crazy?  Delusional?  Obsessed?



BILL

		I was just going to ask if he was the crazy guy that jumps

		up in the park and asks me if I want him to dance for me.



LUCKY

		That’s him.  Damn, can you imagine me with a job?  That

		would really suck.



BILL

		I know.  I’ve always imagined you as just being some guy

		who works at Wal*Mart for the rest of his life.



LUCKY

		What?



BILL

		You hang out there enough.



LUCKY

		Yeah, but that’s just because there’s nothing else to do.

		I’m going to do something with my life, but why do I have

		to decide right now?



BILL

		It wouldn’t hurt to plan stuff out a little.



LUCKY

		I’m sure everybody in this school knows what they’re going

		to do with their lives.



BILL

		The ones that are going to do it do.



LUCKY

		Hey, where’s Logan?



BILL

		I don’t know.



LUCKY

		Hm…



Lucky gets an idea.



LUCKY

		I’m going to go inside, you coming?



BILL

		Yeah, I’ll come.



Lucky and Bill hear laughter off camera.  Lucky leads Bill over to it.  They find LOGAN REED sitting on a bench.



LOGAN

		Heh heh, you said “You coming?” and then he said “I’ll

		come.”  You guys are so gay.



LUCKY

		Do you ever plan on growing up?



LOGAN

		Heh heh, grow.



BILL

		You need help.



LOGAN

		I need help?  You’re the one who still sounds like a gay

		muppet.



LUCKY

		Hey, don’t be so mean to Bill…



BILL

		Actually, speaking of being gay…



Lucky and Logan both look at Bill for a minute, then back away.



BILL

		Hey, don’t go away.  It’s just my stupid therapist.  She

		said that she thinks I have homosexual tendencies.



LUCKY

		Thinks?



BILL

		What’s that supposed to mean?



LOGAN

		Bill, you’re our friend and all, and you’re a great guy,

		but you sound like a fucking faggot.



BILL

		I don’t sound like a fag.



Bill gets closer to Lucky.



BILL

		Tell him I don’t sound like a fag, Lucky!



Lucky jumps away from Bill.



LUCKY

		Woah dude, don’t get so close.



BILL

		Let’s just talk about something else.



LUCKY

		I realized that history is just a huge rip-off of itself.



LOGAN

		What?



LUCKY

		Okay, see in The Flintstones, they would go to museums

		sometimes, where they would see the same kind of things we

		had through our history, except stone age-ized.  Also, they

		had cowboys and knights, which showed that those time

		periods had happened.  Well, they happened again in our

		time.  I’m pretty sure they had history-related stuff in

		The Jetsons that was futurized, too.  In other words,

		history just keeps repeating itself, and soon, we’ll go

		into another loop.  The only flaw in the whole theory is

		that the show’s haven’t been proven to be based on fact…

		yet.



Lucky notices a lost look in Logan’s eyes.



LUCKY

		You didn’t hear a word I just said, did you?



LOGAN

		Boobies!



Lucky looks over and sees that Logan is looking at a girl walking into the school.



LUCKY

		She is pretty hot.



BILL

		I wish I could make a machine to turn guys into hot girls

		so I could get some.



Lucky and Logan both look at Bill disgusted.



BILL

		What?



STEVE WATTERS walks up to Bill, Lucky, and Logan.



STEVE

		Hey, for once Bill isn’t the gayest person in the school.



LOGAN

		Not from what I hear.



STEVE

		The Navy’s here!



LOGAN

		The Navy?



STEVE

		Yeah, they’re standing in the cafeteria.



LOGAN

		That gives me an idea.



LUCKY

		Everything gives you an idea.



LOGAN

		Hey Bill, do you still have that pen/tape recorder thing?



BILL

		Yeah.



LOGAN

		Let’s go inside then.  I need to ask these guys a question.



Logan starts to walk in.  Bill and Lucky look at each other with a frightened look, and then start to follow, with Bill walking behind Lucky.



LUCKY

		Dude, don’t walk behind me anymore.



BILL

		I’m not gay!



INT. CAFETERIA-MORNING



Lucky and Bill enter the scene where they find that Logan is already talking to the TWO NAVY GUYS.



LOGAN

(to Navy guys)

		Oh, there they are.

(to Bill and Lucky)

		Hey guys, come over here!



Logan chuckles at what he said.



LUCKY

		Hey, what’s up?



LOGAN

		These are the other guys with the paper.  So, if it’s

		alright, I’d like to ask you a question.  Bill, you go

		ahead and turn on the tape recorder.



Bill pushes the record button on his pen/recorder.



LOGAN

		Okay, so, what I want to know is, if you clone yourself,

		and then have sex with that clone, are you being gay, or

		are you masterbating?



NAVY GUY 1

		Hey, now that is not the correct way to speak at your

		school, young man.  You should be ashamed of yourself.



NAVY GUY 2

(after an evil laugh)

		Masterbation.



NAVY GUY 1

		Will you shut up, Brad?  You can’t let out the least bit of

		information about any of the Navy’s experiments!



LOGAN

		Huh?



NAVY GUY 1

		Nothing.  I think you boys need to get to class now.



LOGAN

		Actually, we have some time…



LUCKY

		Let’s just go.



LOGAN

		But I want to stay.



LUCKY

		We’re leaving.



LOGAN

		Fine, I guess we can leave.



Lucky, Logan, and Bill start to walk towards their classes.  One of the Navy guys holds Bill back, though.



NAVY GUY 1

		Wait there, son.  You look like you might be the kind of

		person we’d like in the US Navy.



BILL

		Crap!



INT. HALLWAY-MORNING



Lucky and Logan both get their things from their lockers.



LUCKY

		I find it amazing that you don’t have even a single ounce

		of respect for anybody.



LOGAN

		I don’t.



INT. CLASSROOM-MORNING



Lucky and Logan enter the class, and then sit at their desks.



LUCKY

		One day, you’re going to get in trouble because of you’re

		lack of any inhibitions whatsoever.



LOGAN

		So, you’re saying I should be scared to expess myself.



LUCKY

		Asking someone from the Navy who comes to our school about

		the correct terminology for making love to your clone is

		not expressing yourself; it’s just intentionally making an

		ass out of yourself.



LOGAN

		That’s my favorite pastime next to sleep.



LUCKY

		Well, you’re good at it.



LOGAN

		Don’t try to pretend like you aren’t amused by my idiotic

		antics.



LUCKY

		Alright, I’ll admit that you’re carelessness for what the

		rest of the world thinks does have it’s charm.  I wish I

		had it.  I guess I’ll have to settle for being the one who

		stops you from killing yourself.



LOGAN

		You’re always going to be there to do that, right?



LUCKY

		Of course I am.  It’s not like anyone else would want to

		take me away from you.



LOGAN

		Thanks.  So, what’s the funniest thing that someone could

		say whilst punching someone in the balls?



LUCKY

		Wow, what a sentimental conversation.



LOGAN

		I know; I can’t keep that friendship, true emotions stuff

		up for long, but seriously, what’s the funniest thing you

		could say while punching someone in the balls?



LUCKY

		“What are those?”



LOGAN

		That’s pretty funny.  I was thinking more along the lines

		of, “Turn your head and cough!”



LUCKY

		“Are these things real?”



LOGAN

		“That was nice cake, grandma!”



COACH WEBSTER, a 50-ish teacher wearing suspenders and glasses enters the room.



LOGAN

		Look, it’s another chance to make an ass out of myself.



LUCKY

		I’m starting to doubt the fact that you have to actually

		work towards doing it.



LOGAN

		Heh heh, doing it.



The coach starts to eat a banana.



LOGAN

		This isn’t going to be hard.  Heh, hard…



LUCKY

		I know it’s hard for you to control, but that laughing at

		everything remotely sex-related quirk got old when Beavis

		and Butthead was cancelled.



LOGAN

		I don’t laugh at everything sex-related.  Heh heh, sex-

		related.



Lucky looks down in shame.



LOGAN

(to Coach)

		Hey, Coach Webster, can I have a banana?



COACH WEBSTER

		Well now, Logan, if I had another banana, I would let you

		have one, but seeing as I don’t, I’m going to have to say

		no, I can’t give you any of my bananas.



Logan starts to laugh uncontrollably.



COACH WEBSTER

		Hey, what are you laughing at?  You’re gonna’ have to stop

		laughing!  Logan, you quit your laughing, and I might just

		be kind enough to slice you off a piece of my banana.



Logan laughs harder.



COACH WEBSTER

		Well see what you’ve done to yourself?  Now, you’re never

		getting any of my banana!



Logan laughs harder.



COACH WEBSTER

		Get outside the class, Mr. Reed!  That’s lunch detention,

		too, for excessive laughing!



Logan walks outside, still laughing.



COACH WEBSTER

		And let that be a lesson to all you:  don’t laugh at my

		banana!



Logan starts to laugh from outside the classroom.





COACH WEBSTER

		That boy’s got problems.



Coach Webster walks over the to TV.



LUCKY

		Shit, now who am I going to talk to?



Lucky looks behind him.



GUY

		You want me hook you up with some fine bitches, home?



LUCKY

		No thanks.



Lucky turns back around.



GUY

		You know bitch is also a word for a female stray dog?



Lucky turns back to the guy behind him.



LUCKY

		What?



GUY

		You know what I’m talkin’ about.



The guy starts to act like a dog panting.



LUCKY

		That’s… that’s just scary.



Lucky turns back around, then looks over at the TV screen.



LUCKY

		I guess I’ll just have to watch Channel 2.



INT. CHANNEL 2 NEWS STUDIO-DAY 



A 20-something guy and girl sit in the Channel 2 “Hacienda” and look at the camera.



LEX

		Hi, I’m Lex Yani-Shore…



TERRA

		And I’m Terra Ling.



LEX

		You’ve got Channel Two News for April 1st… what year is it

		again, Terra?



TERRA

		Just look at the cards.



LEX

		Oh, right.  April 1st, 2003!



Music plays as two Nazis wearing ballerina tutus do a dance together, followed by the logo for “Channel Two News.”  CUT back to the studio.



LEX

		We’re going to start off with a segment that I think is

		pretty powerful.  We sent Tony Boston over to Hong Kong to

		find out what’s going on there in the land of the rising

		sun.  This is what he had…



EXT. HONG KONG STREETS-DAY



TONY is walking around looking for people to talk to as we hear his voice-over.



TONY

(v.o.)

At first, I didn’t know what to do over here in Hong Kong, or as many call it, the Windy City.  Then, I talked to some of the local people, and I learned something…



Tony is talking to a Chinese person who is going on about something in Chinese with no English at all.



TONY

(v.o.)

		These guys talk really weird.



INT. CHINESE MALL-DAY



TONY

		Okay, I’m here at a Chinese mall where lots of people hang

		out, and I’m going to see if I can get someone to talk to

		me so you can see just what I’m talking about.



Tony walks up to someone.



TONY

		Excuse me, sir, what are you doing here today?



MAN

		I’m just shopping.







TONY

		Why aren’t you talking all crazy like the other guy I

		talked to was?



MAN

		Well, he probably didn’t know any English, but I do.



TONY

		You still have that kind of accent, though… and those eyes.

		It’s like you’re an alien.



MAN

		What?



EXT. HONG KONG-DAY



TONY

(v.o.)

		Experts had this to say when I asked them once getting back

		to Los Angeles.



INT. OFFICE-DAY



TONY

		I just want to know, when did Chinese people start speaking

		in this unintelligible gibberish?  Is it some sort of

		disease?  And can you explain their appearance?





EXPERT

		Are you serious?  They have their own language.



TONY

		Interesting.  And the appearance?



EXPERT

		They’re Asian.



TONY

		Yet again, interesting.



EXPERT

		Are you mentally ill or something?



TONY

		No… but I won’t rest until I find out if all those Chinese

		people are or not.



INT. CHANNEL TWO STUDIO-DAY



Tony is now sitting in studio with the two other anchors.



LEX

		Was it hard to do a story about people in this condition?







TONY

		It was a little.  It’s always hard to be around those

		people that have it really bad.  I’m just glad I didn’t

		have to be in Canada again.



TERRA

		Tony, I find that story very offensive.  These people are

		Asians, just like me.  It’s not a disease, it’s a culture.



TONY

		But see, Terra, you being here just shows how easy it is to

		overcome this setback and get a good job for yourself, like

		being an anchorperson for Channel Two News.



TERRA

		I’m getting out of here; you guys are a bunch of dumbasses.



LEX

		When we come back, we’ll have the answers to the last

		Question of the Day:  Could Banjo-Kazooie defeat Sonic the

		Hedgehog in a fight?



INT. CLASSROOM-MORNING

MAN

		We’re not discriminating against you.



PETER

		Don’t talk anymore.  I’ll take my entertainment elsewhere.



Peter leaves.



WOMAN

		I hate those dirty Americans, don’t you?



MAN

		Yes, I do, dear.  Don’t worry, though.  They’ll all die

		when the revolution comes.  The Irish Revolution.



The couple laughs.



INT. HALLWAY-DAY



Logan is still sitting down with a guitar now as an even larger crowd is around.



LOGAN

(singing)

		… marajuna, marajuna, marajuna!

		Marajuana, marajuna, marajuana, marajuna!

		Mar…aaaa…juana!

(speaking)

(CONT.)

LOGAN

(CONT.)

Okay, now I’m going to slow it down a little, I’m going to

		play a love song, it’s my Tenacious D…

(singing)

		You don’t always have to fuck her hard

		In fact sometimes that’s not right to do

		Sometimes you got to make some love

		And fuckin’ give her some smooches too

		Sometimes you got to squeeze

		Sometimes you got to say please

		And sometimes you got to say

		I’m gonna’ fuck you softly

		I’m gonna’ screw you gently

		I’m gonna’ hump you sweetly

		I’m gonna’ ball you discreetly

		And then you say, “Hey, I bought you flowers”

		And then you say, “Wait a minute, Sally!”

		“I think I got somethin’ in my teeth

		Could you get it out for me?”

		That’s fuckin’ teamwork!

		What’s your favorite position?

		That’s cool with me, it’s not my favorite

		But I’ll do it for you

		What’s your favorite dish?

		I’m not gonna’ cook it but I’ll order it from Zanzibar!

		And then I’m gonna’ love you completely

		Then I’ll fucking fuck you discreetly

		And then I’ll fuckin’ bone you completely

		But then…

		I’m gonna’ fuck you hard!

		Haa-aa-aard!



The bell rings, and people start to walk away.  Lucky comes out of the class and looks at him with the guitar.



LUCKY

		What are you doing?



LOGAN

		Singin’.



LUCKY

		We’ve got to get to Drama class.



LOGAN

		Oh God… that means we have to venture out into the halls.



LUCKY

		Better dive right in.



MUSIC STARTS as Lucky and Logan go through the halls in a variable sea of people.  There’s so much crowd that the rest of the building is hardly visible.  The look over and see a glimpse of the door, then look at each other.  They both jump through at the same time, knocking a share of people down, who curse at them as they get through.



INT. DRAMA CLASS-DAY



ALEXANDRIA RIPA sits down uncomfortably.  She wants to talk to someone, but everyone around her seems to be miles below her IQ.  She looks over at STEVEN, a tall, basketball-playing guy who is reading a book.



ALEXANDRIA

		Is that book any good?



STEVEN

		I don’t know; why don’t you aks the author?



ALEXANDRIA

		Okay, then.



Meanwhile, Lucky and Logan are in other seats, having a conversation of their own.



LOGAN

		Do you think there’s such a thing as a hydrosexual?



LUCKY

		A hydrosexual?



LOGAN

		Yeah, like someone who is sexually attracted to water?



LUCKY

		That’s be kind of hard, wouldn’t it?



LOGAN

		No; it’d be soft, and transparent.  That’s exactly the

		reason someone would want to become a hydrosexual.



LUCKY

		You have way too much free time on your hands.



LOGAN

		Then, by the same token, I wonder if there’s any 

		pyrosexuals.



LUCKY

		People that want to have sex with fire?



LOGAN

		Of course.



LUCKY

		That would hurt.



LOGAN

		Sometimes people like the pain.  Especially arachnosexuals.



LUCKY

		I’m just glad you don’t know the word for people that are

		afraid of clowns.



LOGAN

		You know, I saw a documentary on something like that once…



MICHAEL, a somewhat… “different” student leans in to join the conversation.



MICHAEL

		I saw that documentary.



LOGAN

		What?



MICAHEL

		The one on clown sex.



LOGAN

		Yeah…



MICAHEL

		Clown sex sure does look fun.  The best thing about it is

		all the colors!



LOGAN

		Right.



MICAHEL

		That documentary made me want to join the circus.  What

		about you?



LOGAN

		Not really.



MICAHEL

		Oh… I think I better be going to the bathroom.  All this

		talk about clown sex got me a little excited.



Micahel exits.



LUCKY

		I just wonder what Bill’s therapist would say if she had

		him as a client.



LOGAN

		They should go out together.  I wonder if Bill has any big

		floppy shoes.



LUCKY

		I’m glad you said shoes.



LOGAN

		Heh heh, floppy.



Lucky notices Alexandria in the back of the class.



LUCKY

		Who’s that?



LOGAN

		Her?  That’s Alexandria Ripa.  She just moved here from

		Megothalis.





LUCKY

		She’s pretty hot, isn’t she?



LOGAN

		Yeah.

(in Michael impression)

		I might have to go to the bathroom because all this talk of

		Alexandria sex has gotten me excited.



LUCKY

		And you wonder why you’ve never been with a girl.



LOGAN

		Hey, it’s just because all the ladies know that Logan Reed

		is a force to be reckoned with.  Once you get the Reed… heh

		heh, Reed… you know that you’ll never be able to be with

		anyone else, and that frightens them.



LUCKY

		Well it’s a good thing it doesn’t frighten your hands.  So,

		she’s from Megothalis?  Do you think she knows Greg?



LOGAN

		Yeah, she’s into writing and acting stuff, so she helped

		him with an issue of his comic book.



LUCKY

		Scoops made a comic book?  What happened to journalism?



LOGAN

		I guess it just wasn’t what he wanted to do.



Logan pulls out a comic book from his backpack and hands it to Lucky.



LOGAN

		Check it out.



LUCKY

(reading)

		Clinically Depressed Man?  What kind of shit is this?



LOGAN

		I don’t know, but he must be making some serious money now.

		That thing’s making a whole lot of money.  Heh, I said

		thing.



The DRAMA TEACHER, an older woman with round glasses goes to the front of the room and addresses the class.









DRAMA TEACHER

		Today, we’re going to watch a movie featuring Charlie

		Chaplin, the star of many silent films.  He would always

		walk around wearing his bowler cap, and twirling his cane

		like this.



The teacher walks through the classroom like Chaplin, except she’s an old woman, so it looks a little… well, a lot different.



LOGAN

		Uh, excuse me, wasn’t Charlie Chaplin a Nazi?



DRAMA TEACHER

		No! 



The teacher walks over to the VCR and puts a tape in.



DRAMA TEACHER

(muttering, but still audible)

		You’re the one that’s the Nazi, you little motherfucker…



The movie starts.



EXT. STREET-DAY



CHARLIE CHAPLIN walks in like the teacher was just demonstrates, where he meets two DRUG DEALERS.



INT. DRAMA CLASS-DAY



STEVEN

		Yo, turn the volume up, teach!



Alexandria sighs.



EXT. STREET-DAY



Charlie talks to the drug dealers some, and holds out some money.



CHARLIE

(in full-screen titles)

		Hello gentlemen, I’ll give you $50 for your finest bag of

		marajuana!



One of the dealers gets out a bag and hands it to him, then gestures as if he wants his money.



CHARLIE

		I shall pay the money for your fantastic drug this day on

		the following week.



INT. CHAPLIN’S HOUSE-DAY



Charlie enters, and sits down on the couch with his bag of marajuana.







CHARLIE

		Now it’s time to escape my boring life with the help of

		illegal hallucinogens!



INT. DRAMA CLASS-DAY



LUCKY

		This movie sucks.



EXT. PARK-DAY



Peter walks up to a man who just got off of his bike and starts to do a jig for him.



PETER

		Look, I’m a dancer of the Emerald Isle!



MAN

		Listen pal, how about I give you twenty bucks to get away

		from this park, and stop doing your stupid jigs in front of

		other people?



PETER

		That’d be fine by my token.



The man hands Peter the money.



PETER

		Pleasure doin’ business with ya’, lad.



Peter walks off.  A digital Irish melody starts, and we find out it’s coming from Peter’s cellphone as he gets it out and answers it.



PETER

		Hello?



INT. LAWYER’S OFFICE-SAME TIME



LAWYER

		Is this Peter O’Connor?



EXT. PARK-SAME TIME



PETER

		Yes, it is.



BEGIN  CROSS-CUTTING WITH LAWYER’S OFFICE:



LAWYER

		I’m sorry, but your father, Victor Connor passed away

		earlier today.  He left behind a will, and if you’d like,

		we’d like to do the reading today.



PETER

		He’s… dead?





LAWYER

		Yes, he is.  And by the way, Happy April Fool’s Day.  But

		remember, what I just told you is no April Fool’s joke.

		So, can you come down to the offices for the reading?



PETER

		Sure… I’ll be down as soon as possible.



LAWYER

		Great.



Peter hangs up.



PETER

(in regular accent)

		My dad is dead.



INT. CHAPLIN’S HOUSE-DAY



Charlie hears something from the door.



CHARLIE

		Who could be knocking at my door?



Charlie answers it.  It’s the drug dealers!



DRUG DEALER

		You didn’t pay up!



The other dealer gets out a gun.



DRUG DEALER

		Now, we’ll have to shoot you!



INT. DRAMA CLASS-DAY



LOGAN

		This shit is worse than Speed 2: Cruise Control.



STUDENT

		Yeah, The Skateboard Kid was better than this.



LOGAN

		Don’t you ever say an unkind word about The Skateboard Kid!



Alexandria walks up to the front of the class.



ALEXANDRIA

		All you people are dumbasses!  Just because this movie is

		devoid of sound, you immediately dismiss it!  What the hell

		is wrong with you?  You’re too obssessed with shows like

		Jackass and whatever other stupid MTV show they’ve got

		which is basically just more teens acting like assholes

		except set to music so that it can clerverly entice you to

		buy more shitty music.  You can’t enjoy any classic movies,

		just because there’s no crappy music, or there’s no sex, or

		no color.



DRAMA TEACHER

		I’m taking you out of class, young lady.



The teacher and Alexandria exit the classroom.



LUCKY

		Wow, where did that come from?



LOGAN

		Huh, what?  Sorry, I was thinking about something else.  My			God, she is hot.



LUCKY

		Oh yeah, she is.



LOGAN

		I don’t know what the fuck she was saying, but she’s got

		some nice boobs, I’ll tell you that.  And did you see her

		ass?



INT. SCHOOL OFFICE-DAY



Alexandria walks in, as Peter is going up to the secretary.



PETER

		Hi, I’m Peter O’Connor, I need to sign out Lucky O’Connor.



ALEXANDRIA

		Oh my God, you’re Victor Connor’s son, aren’t you?



PETER

		Uh… yeah, I am.



ALEXANDRIA

		I saw his movie.  Well, all that was left of it.  I wonder

		why it got tore up so bad.



PETER

		I don’t know.  He never really talked about it with me.

		Where did you see the movie?



ALEXANDRIA

		It was at some film festival.



Lucky enters.



LUCKY

		Hey dad, what are you doing here?



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, I can see that his love for filmmaking was never

		passed down to the rest of the family.



PETER

		Believe me; he’d have liked it to be.



LUCKY

		Who’d have liked what to be what?  What’s going on here?



PETER

		Nothing.

(to Alexandria)

		I’ve got to go.  It was nice talking with you.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-DAY



LUCKY

		What were you talking about with her?  Why are you here?



PETER

		It’s about your grandfather.



LUCKY

		I have a grandfather?



INT. PETER’S CAR-DAY



Peter drives, while Lucky sits in the seat beside him.



LUCKY

		Why didn’t I ever get to meet my grandfather before?



PETER

		We didn’t get along so well.



LUCKY

		Was it about the whole Irish thing?



PETER

		That was a big part of it.  We never talked after I changed

		my last name to O’Connor.



LUCKY

		You changed the family name?



PETER

		I just put an O in front of it.



LUCKY

		Well, what was he like?



PETER

		He wanted me to do what he wanted.  He would always talk

		about how bad his own father was, and how he wanted me to

		do whatever he wanted, but he still just wanted me to

		follow his dream.



LUCKY

		Which was?



PETER

		Making a movie.



LUCKY

		That’s kind of weird.



PETER

		I just wish he could’ve been supportive of what I wanted.

		He always just told me to stop the Irish shit and start

		thinking of ideas.





LUCKY

		I think he sounds like someone I know.



PETER

		Don’t talk like that to me.  I’ll allow you to do anything

		you want to do.  The only reason I get so pissed at you is

		that you don’t want to do anything.



LUCKY

		I’m just trying to figure out what to do!



PETER

		You’re sixteen years old!



LUCKY

		Let’s just not talk about this.



PETER

		Well, what do you want to talk about?  I’m going to have to

		get a job at a used car lot if we don’t get any good money

		from this will-reading, and you aren’t going to help out at

		all with getting money.



LUCKY

		What’s so bad about a used car lot?



PETER

		It’s a Scottish-themed used car lot.



LUCKY

		That’s close to Irish, isn’t it?



PETER

		Are you kidding?  I don’t want to help those micks sale any

		of their cars.  I’d rather do what I want to.



LUCKY

		And I’d rather do what I want to.



PETER

		Which is sitting on your ass, or going up to the bloody

		Wal*Mart and acting like a dumbass.



LUCKY

		Logan’s the one that acts like the dumbass; I just cheer

		him on.





PETER

		That’s another thing; I don’t like you hanging around him.

		You’ve got the potential to do great things, but that idiot

		is holding you back.



LUCKY

Logan isn’t holding me back.  Under all his buffoonery, he’s really a pretty mature guy.



INT. CLASSROOM-DAY



Logan walks over to a desk.



LOGAN

		Hey, watch this…



Logan starts humping the desk.



INT. CAR-DAY



PETER

		I’m sure.



EXT. LAWYER BUILDING-DAY



Peter’s car pulls into the lot.  He and Lucky get out and walk toward the door.



INT. LOBBY-DAY



Peter & Lucky walk to a desk.



PETER

(to secretary)

		I’m Peter O’Connor; I’m hear for the will reading of Victor

		Connor.



SECRETARY

		Room 42.



INT. LAWYER’S OFFICE-DAY



Peter & Lucky enter.  The LAWYER that Peter spoke to on the phone is behind the desk.



LAWYER

		Peter O’Connor?



PETER

		That’s me.



LAWYER

		Now, you’re father tape recorded his will, so we’ll just

		listen to that now…



The lawyer puts a tape in a tape player and pushes play.



VICTOR

(v.o.)

		If you’re listening to this, I’m dead, you bastards.  I’m

		sorry if I come off a little cynical, but none of you

		really like me anymore… well, you didn’t when I was alive,

		and you probably still don’t.  Hell, it’s probably just my

		fucking son and my grandson, seeing as that

(as if yelling in the other room)

		BITCH IS A FUCKING WHORE!

(back to normal voice)

		Anyway, all I have now is my money and my porn, and I’m

		getting buried with my porn, so the only thing we have to

		take care of here is my money.



LUCKY

		Crap.



VICTOR

		As you probably know, I tried to make a movie when I was

		younger, but my father had to destroy it.  Then, I tried to

		get my son to carry this out, but he just wanted to fag

		himself up and become Irish.  So, who am I leaving all my

		money too?  Well, my grandson… I think he was Lucky or

		something.



Lucky starts to get excited.



VICTOR

  		Figures the dumbass would name his kid after a

		breakfast cereal.



Lucky nods in disppointment.



VICTOR

		However, there’s a catch.



Lucky looks puzzled.



VICTOR

		He’s got to do what I wanted to do, and what I wanted my

		son to do.  He’s got to make a movie, and get it released

		in at least 20 theaters.  Well, that’s about it, so I’ll

		get back to my porn.



We hear Victor masturbating to his porn for a few minutes.



VICTOR

		Shit, how do you turn this thing off… oh god, there’s jizz

		on the tape recor-



The tape stops.



LAWYER

		So, I guess if your son here can happen to make a movie and

		get it released in 20 theaters, the money is yours.





LUCKY

		How the hell am I supposed to make a movie?



LAWYER

		It can’t be that hard.



LUCKY

		What do you mean it can’t be that hard?



LAWYER

		He didn’t say it had to be good.  Come on, people make bad

		low budget independent movies every day.



Lucky, Peter, and the lawyer look at the camera.



LAWYER

		Anyway, those are the conditions, so if there’s no more

		questions, you’re free to leave.



PETER

		Thanks.



INT. CAR-DAY



PETER

		So, what’s the movie going to be about?



LUCKY

		What?



PETER

		You’re going to make it aren’t you?



LUCKY

		I don’t see how I can.  You want me to just make a movie?

		That’s going to take a lot of time.



PETER

		You’ve seen enough movies on TV to know what you’re doing.



LUCKY

		Yeah, and I’ve seen a bunch of behind the scenes specials,

		too, not to mention Project Greenlight.  I can’t just

		decide I want to make a movie.



PETER

		Which is why I’m deciding for you.



LUCKY

		I can’t.



PETER

		Well, I Can’t is going to sit on the bench while I Try is

		out scoring with all the beautiful ladies in the fashion

		model scene out in Paris!





LUCKY

		What the hell?



PETER

		Watch your language, too.



LUCKY

		I’m sorry, Dad.  It’s just too hard, though.  I wouldn’t

		even know where to start.



PETER

		I guess I’ll just have to sign up for this job, then.



LUCKY

		I guess so.



EXT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-DAY



The car pulls in, and Lucky & Peter enter the house.



INT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-DAY



Lucky walks into his room.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



LUCKY

		Let’s see what’s on TV today…



Lucky turns the TV on.



EXT. SKY-DAY



In this commercial, we see a BOY standing on a cloud holding a box of Cinnamon Toast Crunch.  Next to him is GOD, the all-knowing creator of the universe.



BOY

		This is God.  He sees everything, but can He see why kids

		like Cinammon Toast Crunch?



The boy gives God some Cinammon Toast Crunch.  God eats some.



GOD

		Um… because it tastes so good?



BOY

		No, you idiot, it’s because there’s cinammon swirls on

		every bite!



God falls through a cloud after the boy says this.



GOD

		Woooooaah!



BOY

		Cinammon Toast Crunch, part of this complete breakfast!



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



LUCKY

		That’s just wrong.



Lucky changes the channel.



EXT. COLLEGE CAMPUS-DAY



Two kids walk by; one of them is obviously a parody of the DELL COMPUTER GUY.



KID 1

		Hey, guess what?



DELL COMPUTER GUY

		What?



KID 1

		With all the money I got from my parents, I’ll be able to

		get a new computer for the dorm room.



DELL COMPUTER GUY

		Dude, you’re getting a Dell!



A HOT GIRL walks by.



DELL COMPUTER GUY

		Dude, you’re getting a hard-on!



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



LUCKY

		I think I am too…



Lucky turns the channel.



ANNOUNCER

(on television)

		And now, the Disney Channel presents, Story Time!



INT. TV STUDIO-DAY



The room is filled with small children doing what looks like slave labor while a MAN sits in front overseeing them.



MAN

You kids get to work.  You don’t want to have to get another beating, do you?



One of the CHILDREN stands up.



CHILD

Master, I haven’t seen my mommy in three days.  I think I’m going to die soon if I keep working in this heat.



MAN

		You know, that reminds me of…



MAN and CHILDREN

		A STORY!



CUT to a drawing of a CHILD doing the same kind of work that we saw these live-action children doing.



MAN

(v.o.)

One day, little Billy was working on his labor just like you kids are doing. Then, Billy decided he wanted to ask some questions.



CUT to another drawing, this one of the child talking to a MAN.  There is a question mark above the child’s face.



MAN

(v.o.)

Billy asked his master how long he would ever be able to live under the harsh conditions that he had to go through.  Then, the master…



CUT to a final picture.  This one shows the child being fed to a LION.



MAN

(v.o.)

		…had him eaten alive by a lion!



CUT back to the first scene of the children and the man in live-action.



CHILD

		What’s the moral of that story?



MAN

		The moral is, the lion would like to eat you now!



The man gets up and leads the child into another room.



ANNOUNCER

		Stay tuned for the next Disney Channel Story Time!



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



LUCKY

		Badass.



Lucky turns the channels some more.



INT. NEWSROOM-DAY



ANCHORPERSON

		Welcome back to FOX News.  It’s been reported that a giant

		seal was humping a car earlier.



CUT TO footage of a seal humping a car.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



LUCKY

		Fox News is kind of an oxymoron…



Lucky keeps changing the channels.



ANNOUNCER

(v.o.)

		And now, back to Dharma & Greg on ABC Family!



INT. DHARMA & GREG’S LIVING ROOM-DAY



GREG walks in and sees DHARMA sitting on the couch, watching TV.



GREG

		Did you mail that letter I told you to mail today, Dharma?



DHARMA

		Oh, I didn’t get to, honey.



GREG

		Why not?



DHARMA

		I was too busy making love to a goat.



GREG

		You were making love to a goat?  That’s beastality.



DHARMA

		Jesus, Greg, when are you going to stop being so uptight,

		and learn to deal with my free-spirited ways.



GREG

		But you screwed a goat!



DHARMA

		I think someone’s a little jealous.  That’s why I got

		another goat just for you.



GREG

		Well, I guess I can go screw the goat.



DHARMA

		See, we all learned a valuable lesson.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



LUCKY

		I wonder where I could find a goat.



Lucky keeps changing channels.



EXT.  MANSION-DAY



DUCHESS THE CAT from The Aristocats is lying next to THOMAS O’MALLEY.



NARRATOR

		Coming soon, from Disney Home Video…



A YOUNGER CAT walks in.



YOUNGER CAT

(sounding very much like Snoop Dogg)

		Yo, mom, pop.  Was nizzin’?  Chillin’…



THOMAS

		What the hell?



NARRATOR

		It’s The Aristocats II: Catz in the Hood.  The cats are

		back, and this time, they’ve went from jazz to hardcore

		gangsta’ rap!



CATS

		Everybody wants to be a cat, hey

		‘Cuz a cat’s the only mothafucka’ who knows where it’s at

		You get down with the kitties

		Lookin’ real pretty

		Bitches wanna’ get ya’ but that’s too interspecies



NARRATOR

		With Eminem…



EMINEM/CAT

		Fuck that mothafuckin’ cat bitch.  I’ll go up there and

		kick her ass.



NARRATOR

		Sean “Puffy” Combs…



PUFF DADDY/CAT

		I swear, I didn’t shoot them pussies, yo!  I wasn’t nowhere

		near there!



NARRATOR

		And of course, Snoop Dogg…



SNOOP DOGG/CAT

		Just chill, y’all.  We all cats man, crazy, cuz’ I’m a

		doggy dogg.  Slidin’ slidin’, cool, true…



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



Lucky changes the channel again.



EXT. CITY STREETS-DAY



ANNOUNCER

(v.o.)

		Welcome back to MTV’s Cribs, yo.  Now, we lookin’ at

		Shizzin’ Masta’ Homeless’s crib.



SHIZZIN’ MASTA’ HOMELESS gestures towards an area on the sidewalk.



SHZZIN’ MASTA’ HOMELESS

		Yo, MTV, this is my crib, right here.  I know a lot of you

		is probably askin’, Shizzin’ Masta’ Homeless, if you makin’

		all that money, why you ain’t get you a real house?  Well,

		the answer to that is, I can’t get it ‘cuz I’m spending too

		much money on hoes n’ crack.  Don’t worry though, cuz’ it

		done helped me write my song, “Hoes N’ Crack (and gettin’

		pissed on by other homeless folks).”



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



The phone rings.  Lucky picks it up.



LUCKY

		Hello?



INT. LOGAN’S HOUSE-DAY



Logan is speaking on the phone, while virtual chaos is going on around him.  The house is a mess, and his BROTHER & SISTER are fighting.



LOGAN

		Why’d you get signed out?



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



START CROSS-CUTTING BETWEEN LUCKY & LOGAN:



LUCKY

		My grandfather died.



LOGAN

		I never met your grandfather.



LUCKY

		Neither did I.



LOGAN

		Are you okay?



LUCKY

		Yeah.  It said in his will that we get his money if I make

		a movie, though.



LOGAN

		Any kind of movie?



LUCKY

		I’m not filming a porno.



LOGAN

		Why the fuck not?



LUCKY

		Because… because I’m not.



LOGAN

		Are you making any movie?



LUCKY

		I don’t think I can.  My dad wants me to, though.  He’s

		pissed right now.

LUCKY

		Sure.



LOGAN

		I’ll meet you up there.



LUCKY

		Alright.



EXT. WAL*MART-DAY



An ESTABLISHING shot.  Lucky walks up to the automatic doors, and winces before he goes through them quickly.



INT. WAL*MART-DAY



Lucky enters and sees Logan talking to the WAL*MART GREETER.



LOGAN

		Can I get a sticker?





WAL*MART GREETER

		As long as you promise not to mess anything up with it…



LOGAN

		If I promise, can I get two stickers.



WAL*MART GREETER

		I guess so.



The greeter hands Logan two stickers.  Logan puts them on his shirt, making happyface nipples.



LOGAN

		Yeah!



Logan walks over to Lucky.  They walk around as they talk.



LOGAN

		What’s up?



LUCKY

		Nothing really.



LOGAN

		So, you never knew your grandfather, and now he’s dead.

		That’s messed up.



LUCKY

		Yeah.  You know what else?  That Alexandria girl knows

		something about him, because she was talking with my dad

		about him.



LOGAN

		You know what would be weird?



LUCKY

		What?



LOGAN

		If my dad was your grandfather.  Then I’d be your uncle.



LUCKY

		That’d be frightening.



LOGAN

		It might actually be kind of cool…



DISSOLVE TO:

EXT. LOGAN’S HOUSE-LOGAN’S FANTASY



Logan is sitting in a chair on the porch dressed like a hillbilly.  Lucky runs out of the house with a fishing pole and looks at him.



LUCKY

		Hey, Uncle Logan, can I go out to the fishin’ hole?



LOGAN

		I reckon that’d be fine.



ZOMBIE HITLER runs up onto the porch.



ZOMBIE HITLER

		I am Zombie Hitler!  Where are the Jews?  I must eat all of

		their brains!



LOGAN

		Not on my watch, darnit!



Logan pulls out a shotgun and shoots Zombie Hitler through the head.



LOGAN

		There won’t be any Undead Holocaust anytime soon, bitch.

		You go out and have fun, Lucky.  I’ll stay here and keep

		watch if Zombie Abraham Lincoln comes.



LUCKY

		You’re the best, Uncle Logan!



INT. WAL*MART-REALITY, DAY



Logan is still in his fantasy.  Lucky snaps his fingers to get him back to the real world.



LUCKY

		Why are you just standing there?



LOGAN

		Sorry, I was just thinking…



Lucky and Logan are now standing outside the McDonald’s.  They look inside to see a WHITE TRASH MOTHER with her KIDS.



INT. MCDONALD’S-DAY



WHITE TRASH MOTHER

		Hey, you eat your chicken nuggets, Sally Fey!  Don’t give

		me that face!  Y’all kids better hush up.  Sammy Bob, how

		old are you now?



SAMMY BOB

		Nine and a half, momma’.



WHITE TRASH MOTHER

		Shit.  It’s ‘bout time for me to have another one so I can

		keep on the welfare.



INT. WAL*MART-DAY



Lucky and Logan laugh.



INT. MCDONALD’S-DAY





WHITE TRASH MOTHER

		What you boys laughin’ at?  You betta’ stop laughin’!



The white trash mother starts throwing french fries and chicken nuggets at them.



INT. WAL*MART-DAY



Lucky and Logan run away to the toys section.  There, Logan sees a cowboy hat and puts it on.



LOGAN

		Hey, Lucky, I’m Cowboy Logan!



LUCKY

		Heh…



LOGAN

		Hey, I just got an idea…



LUCKY

		Oh crap.



Logan goes around telling people that he’s a cowboy, and asking them if they’d like to start a farm.  Lucky follows reluctantly.  Finally, they end up in the electronics section…



LOGAN

		Hey, I’m Cowboy Logan, would you like to start a farm?



CLERK

		Not really, Cowboy Logan.  I’d rather start kicking your

		ass.



LOGAN

		Why?



CLERK

		I’ll give you a hint:  Leprechaun still isn’t in stock.



LOGAN

		Oh shit.



The clerk starts to kick Logan’s ass.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-THE NEXT DAY



Lucky is talking to Bill on the sidewalk outside of the school.





BILL

		So let me get this straight…



LUCKY

		That’s funny; you getting things straight.



BILL

		Shut up.



LUCKY

		I meant because of your sexuality, not because of the Logan

		meaning.



BILL

		I’m not gay!  Anyway, you’re grandfather’s dead, you’re dad

		wants you to make a movie, and you got banned from

		Wal*Mart?  You must have had an eventful day yesterday.



LUCKY

		To say the least.



BILL

		Maybe you should make the movie.



LUCKY

		What?



BILL

		Maybe it’s some kind of sign.  You got kicked out of

		Wal*Mart, so you can’t go there anymore.  The universe is

		trying to tell you that to get off your lazy ass and do

		something else.  Make the movie.



LUCKY

		I don’t know.



BILL

		You’ve got to do something.  You can’t just sit around

		watching TV all day.



LUCKY

		I can’t?



INT. CLASSROOM-DAY



Lucky and Logan are sitting in a class.  The teacher comes to the front of the room.



TEACHER

		Today class, we’re going to talk about what we want to do

		after we get out of school.



LUCKY

		Shit.



START THE “WHEN I GROW UP” MONTAGE:



1.)	I want to be a professional soccer player.

2.)	I want to be a lawyer.

3.)	I want to be an FBI agent, so I can bust up the government from the inside… oh no, I’ve said too much!

4.)	I want to be a construction worker…

5.)	…marine biologist…

6.)	…rock star…

7.)	…brain surgeon…

8.)	…pants inspector.

9.)	ALEXANDRIA: I want to be a writer/actress.

10.)	I want to work for Nintendo…

11.)	…Pepsi…

12.)	…Wal*Mart…

13.)	…Spacely Sprocket’s.

14.)	I want to be a chef.

15.)	MALE: I want to be a woman.

16.)	I want to be a dancer.

17.)	RICK: I want to be an ass-kickin’ comic book store owner.

18.)	I want to be the first person to urinate on the moon.

19.)	LOGAN: Porn.  Anything porn.



Lucky looks at the camera like a deer looking at an oncoming truck.



LUCKY

		Uh… I don’t know.



TEACHER

		You don’t know what you want to be?



LUCKY

		Not really.



TEACHER

		Well, if you think of something, tell me.  Now class…



LUCKY

(to Logan)

		Oh my God, everyone has something they want to do with

		their lives except for me.  Does that make me weird or

		something?



LOGAN

		No; it’s your flaming homosexuality that makes you weird.



LUCKY

		I don’t have flaming homosexuality!



LOGAN

		Bill’s your friend, dude.



LUCKY

		Shut up.



Logan looks back at the teacher.  Lucky is obviously still bothered.



INT. DRAMA CLASS-DAY



Steven is throwing his bottle of pop down, then picking it back up to see how much it fizzes up.



ALEXANDRIA

		Having fun?



STEVEN

		Yes, I am.



The drama teacher walks to the front of the room.



DRAMA TEACHER

		Okay, today some of these girls are going to put on a scene

		for you.  Just watch it, or do whatever the hell you want

		to.  I’m going to go get wasted in the teacher’s lounge.



The drama teacher exits.  Two girls walk to the front of the room, and Steven walks outside the door.



GIRL 1

		What have you been doing?



GIRL 2

		Nothin’.  What about you?



GIRL 1

		Nothin’.  Nothin’ ‘cept gettin’ ready for the prom.



GIRL 2

		Who are you going to the prom with?



GIRL 1

		Steven.  Who are you goin’ with?



GIRL 2

		Steven.



GIRL 1

		Oh my God!



GIRL 2

		What?



GIRL 1

		You are going to the prom with my prom date!



GIRL 2

		No, you are going to the prom with my prom date!



GIRL 1

		Okay.



GIRL 2

		Wait… no, I am!  He asked me first!



GIRL 1

		Why don’t we ask Steven about this.



Steven enters.



STEVEN

		Here I am.



GIRL 1

		Steven, which one of us are you going to the prom with?



STEVEN

		Um… both of you.



GIRL 1 & 2

		Alright.



Beat.



STEVEN

		That’s it.



LUCKY

		That sucked!



STEVEN

		No it didn’t.�

LUCKY

		Yes, it did.  I mean, come on.  What kind of dialogue was

		that?  It sucked.



LOGAN

		Maybe it didn’t.



LUCKY

		I think that it did.



LOGAN

		Okay, then.



LUCKY

		And another thing, two girls wouldn’t really be okay with

		some guy dating both of them.  What the hell is this, a bad

		sitcom?



GIRL 1

		Well, how would you have done it if you were so smart?



LUCKY

		Well, I don’t know, but think about it.  You’ve got these

		two girls, supposedly friends, but when they find out this

		guy agreed to go to the prom with both of them, they keep

		getting more mad, and then maybe when he enters, they 

		decide that instead of hurting each other, to kill him.

		It’d be like a surprise, twist ending.



GIRL 1

		What?



LUCKY

		Nothing.



The girls and Steven go back to their seats.  The class starts to talk since the teacher is away.





LOGAN

		You have to admit, they were pretty hot.



LUCKY

		That thing sucked though!



LOGAN

		Heh, thing sucked.



LUCKY

		Grow up.



Lucky looks over at Alexandria, who is reading a book.



LUCKY

		I think I’m going to go over there and talk to Alexandria.



LOGAN

		Alright.



Lucky walks back to Alexandria’s seat.



LUCKY

		Hey, what book is that?



Alexandria looks up, annoyed.



ALEXANDRIA

		1984.



LUCKY

		Oh yeah, the Big Brother thing.



ALEXANDRIA

		You’ve read it?



LUCKY

		No, but uh, back in one of the Super Bowls, there was a

		commercial that parodied the concept.



ALEXANDRIA

(back into the book)

		Oh.



Beat.



LUCKY

		They’re all assholes, aren’t they?



ALEXANDRIA

		What?



LUCKY

		This school.  It’s just a big collective group of assholes,

		isn’t it?





ALEXANDRIA

		What makes you say that?



LUCKY

		They’re all idiots just walking along and doing whatever

		the media tells them, just trying to make sure they’re just

		the same as everyone around them, even if that means just

		selling your soul.



ALEXANDRIA

		And you’re not one of these people?



LUCKY

		Of course not.  I guess it’d be better if I wasn’t like

		that and said something about it, but more often I just sit

		back and watch it happen.



ALEXANDRIA

		And why are you talking about this to me now?



LUCKY

		I don’t even really know.



ALEXANDRIA

		I guess we’re both wrong, then.



LUCKY

		Why?



ALEXANDRIA

		Because you’re not one of these immature little brats that

		overrun our youth.  By the way, even though half the people

		in here couldn’t grasp the concept of what you were saying

		they should do with their play, I think you were onto

		something.



LUCKY

		Really?



ALEXANDRIA

		Yeah, you might be a good writer.



Logan walks over.



LOGAN

(to Alexandria)

		So, are you going to fuck him?



ALEXANDRIA

		What?



LOGAN

		Are you going to fuck Lucky?



LUCKY

		Uh, I don’t know what he’s talking about…



LOGAN

		Yes you do.  You’re my best friend…

(to Alexandria)

		This guy’s been talking about you being all hot, and how he

		wants to get in your pants.  You going to fuck him or what?



ALEXANDRIA

		Why don’t you guys leave?  I was obviously wrong.



Lucky and Logan walk back to their seats.



LUCKY

		What the fuck is wrong with you?



LOGAN

		I was just having fun.



LUCKY

		Yeah, but I was actually having fun talking to her.  God,

		why the hell do you always have to mess up anything good in

		my life with your lack of conscience or maturity?



LOGAN

		Hey, don’t blame me for everything that’s wrong with you.

		Half of your problems result from your lack of energy to

		get up and do anything to make your life better or stop the

		bad stuff from happening.



LUCKY

		Well, maybe I will do something.



LOGAN

		I’m sure you will.



INT. BUS-DAY



Lucky is sitting on the bus on the way home, thinking about what people have said to him.



BILL

(v.o.)

		You’ve got to do something.  You can’t just sit around

		watching TV all day.



PETER

(v.o.)

		You’ve seen enough movies on TV to know what you’re doing.





LAWYER

(v.o.)

		He didn’t say it had to be good.  Come on, people make bad

		low budget independent movies every day.



ABRAHAM LINCOLN

(v.o., footage from Bill & Ted)

		Party on, dudes!



ALEXANDRIA

(v.o.)

		Yeah, you might be a good writer.



LUCKY

		I’ll do it.  I’m going to make a movie.



BUS DRIVER

		Well, ya’ gonna’ have to get to yer’ house first!  You

		forgot to get off at your stop, dumbass.  Now I have to

		drive all the way back to your stop.



LUCKY

		I’ll use that time as the planning process.



EXT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-DAY



An ESTABLISHING shot.



INT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-DAY



Peter is waiting for Lucky inside, sitting on the couch.



PETER

		Oh, so there you are.  Where the hell have ya’ been?



LUCKY

		I missed the stop.



PETER

		How the hell did ya’ do that?



LUCKY

		I can’t tell you now; I’ll be back later…



Lucky enters his room.



PETER

		Be back later?  Oh well, back to my Guiness.



Peter takes a drink of beer.



PETER

(to beer)

		Yes, you’ll be my new son, won’t ya’ laddy?



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



Lucky turns the computer on and opens up Microsoft Word.  He types in the words “FADE IN” and then the music starts as we…



START THE “LUCKY WRITES THE SCRIPT” MONTAGE:



1.)	Lucky types for a while.  Outside, we see the day changing into night.

2.)	Peter looks in and gets ready to walk inside, then decides not to.

3.)	More shots of Lucky typing.

4.)	Lucky hears the phone ringing and goes to answer it.  It’s Logan.  He hangs up the phone.  Lucky hears the phone ringing, and answers it again.  It’s Logan, yet again.  Lucky hangs up.  The phone rings again.  Lucky takes out the phone cord.  We see the other line.  A millionaire with a big check that has Lucky’s name on it is there, furious that he’s been cut off.  Then, he shrugs, and starts to eat the check.

5.)	More shots of Lucky typing.

6.)	An ICQ message pops up with a link to a porn site on it.  Lucky almost clicks on it, before he goes back to typing.

7.)	More shots of Lucky typing, as night goes into morning.

8.)	Peter comes in and turns the alarm off.  Lucky is almost in a trance as he keeps typing, and hasn’t even noticed the sound.  Peter shakes his head and leaves.

9.)	More shots of Lucky typing.

10.)	The dog runs in and starts humping Lucky’s leg.  Lucky shakes him off, and continues working.

11.)	More shots of Lucky typing.

12.)	Lucky hears a knocking and goes over to the door.  It’s a beautiful, scatily clad woman.  She comes in and starts to make out with Lucky.  Then Zombie Hitler comes in and starts to terrorize them.  Logan, in hillbilly garb, runs in from behind and shoots him.  Lucky stops making out with the woman and then sighs.  He looks at the computer chair and sees himself there asleep.  He wakes himself up and continues typing.

13.)	Lucky continues typing as the day turns into night, and the night turns into morning again.  Lucky finally typed the words “FADE OUT” and sighs happily, as he’s completed his work.  Then, he remembers he has to print it out.  He starts the process.

14.)	The printing coninues from day to night, all the way into the next morning.

15.)	Finally, Lucky puts the script all together, and goes to sleep.  Pan over to the camera.  It’s 6:36 AM.  The time changes to 6:37, and he gets up.



INT. LUCKY’S KITCHEN-MORNING



Lucky walks in.  Peter is already eating Lucky Charms.



PETER

		So, you’ve been on the internet for two and a half days

		straight, eh?



Lucky hands him the script.



PETER

		What the hell is this?



LUCKY

		Read it.



Peter starts to read it.



PETER

		Oh my God… this is it!  You made the script!  So, you’re

		really going to do it?



LUCKY

		Yeah, I’m going to make the movie.



PETER

		Oh, you don’t know how happy I am now!  God, um… what do

		you want?  I’ll give you anything!



LUCKY

		I don’t really need anything.  I just want you to know, I’m

		not doing this for grandpa.  I’m doing this for me, so that

		I can finally do something, instead of just lying around

		watching TV and helping my frind make an ass out of

		himself.



PETER

		That makes me even more proud of you.



LUCKY

		That’s alright dad, but your pride doesn’t matter.  This

		movie is for me.  I would never get off my lazy ass to do

		something just for you, because lets face it, you may be my

		father, but you’re a fake Irish guy.



PETER

		I love you.



LUCKY

		I love you too, douchebag.



Lucky exits.



EXT. BUS STOP-MORNING



Lucky walks up to Rick, while holding the script.



RICK

		What the fuck is that?



LUCKY

		Oh, this is the script I wrote.



RICK

		Can I see?



LUCKY

		Uh… sure.



Lucky hands Rick the script.  Rick flips through it some.



RICK

		How come there’s no explosions in here?



LUCKY

		Well, the story isn’t really action-oriented, so it doesn’t

		lend itself to explosions.



RICK

		Oh.



Rick looks through some more.



RICK

		How come there’s no ass-kickin’ Super Saiyans in this

		movie?



LUCKY

		Well, like I said, it’s not really an action movie, and

		Super Saiyans only exist in the real world.



Rick looks through the script some more.



RICK

		How come there’s no tits in this movie?



LUCKY

		I just couldn’t find a way to fit any tits into the story.



Rick flips through the script some more.



RICK

		How come there’s no pictures, or actors, or movement in

		this movie?



LUCKY

		Uh… because that’s a script, dude.



RICK

		Right.



The bus pulls up.  Lucky & Rick get on.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-MORNING



An ESTABLISHING shot.



INT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL GYM-MORNING



Alexandria is sitting down thinking to herself when an IGNORANT HICK walks up to her.



IGNORANT HICK

		Hey, you wanna’ come over to my house today and ride on my

		four-wheeler?



ALEXANDRIA

		Not paticularly.



IGNORANT HICK

		Pat… pat…



ALEXANDRIA

(simplifying)

		No.



IGNORANT HICK

		Why not, baby?  You can ride me after we’re finished with

		the four-wheeler.



ALEXANDRIA

		Listen, you’re an obnoxious, stupid, ignorant, hick, and

		even though I’m very pessimistic, and hate my life and most

		of my personality traits, I still think I’m too good for

		you.  So, why don’t you go away, and talk about last

		night’s WWF RAW with your friends.



IGNORANT HICK

		What?



ALEXANDRIA

		Go away!



The ignorant hick walks away.



ALEXANDRIA

		What is it with all these assholes wanting to fuck me?



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL--MORNING



Lucky gets off the bus and sees Bill and Logan waiting for him.



BILL

		Where have you been the last couple of days?



LUCKY

		Writing this…



Lucky hands Bill the script.



BILL

		You did it?  You wrote the movie?



LUCKY

		Yeah.



LOGAN

		You pussy.



LUCKY

		Hey, I didn’t do it for my dad, I did it because I wanted

		to do it.



LOGAN

		So, what’s the movie about?



LUCKY

		Don’t you want to read it?



LOGAN

		No.



LUCKY

		Well, it’s about a one legged man from the Netherlands who

		comes to America looking for new oppurtunities.  He gets

		into a lot of mishaps on the way, and I think it’s pretty

		amusing.



LOGAN

		Who the fuck are you, Leonard Maltin?



LUCKY

		What’s that supposed to mean?



LOGAN

		You write this big movie, and then you’re all like, “one

		legged man from the Netherlands and mishaps”?  What are you

		doing?



LUCKY

		I’m doing something… just like you told me to.



LOGAN

		No, I never told you to do anything, I just told you to 

		stop bitching because you did nothing.  Why can’t you just

		still be a jackass but stop the bitching?



LUCKY

		I think you’ll like the movie.



LOGAN

		Yeah, and Bill probably thinks I’d like suckin’ cock.



BILL

		Hey, I don’t think that.



LOGAN

		Yes you do.



BILL

		Okay, I do.  But that doesn’t mean that I’m gay.

(to Lucky)

		So, how are we going to make this movie?



LUCKY

		I don’t know.  We’ll have to figure out how.  The only

		person I know that might be able to help us is Alexandria,

		but Logan had to go and piss her off.



BILL

		We could still go and try to talk to her.  She’s in the gym

		now.



LUCKY

		Okay.  Well, I don’t want Logan coming with me, but you

		can, because you’re gay, and you won’t try to mess up

		anything.



BILL

		How many times do I have to tell you?  I’m not gay!



LUCKY

		As many times as it takes for you to stop wanting to get

		Logan from the back end.



Logan mimes “getting Bill from the back end.”



BILL

		Let’s go now.



INT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-MORNING



Bill and Lucky enter the school and stop to look around.



LUCKY

		Okay… where’s the gym?



BILL

		You don’t know where the gym is at your own school?



Lucky points to a door.



LUCKY

		Is it in there?



BILL

		That’s the bathroom.



LUCKY

		We have a bathroom?



BILL

		Yeah.



LUCKY

		Damn, if I’d have known that, then we’d still be able to go

		outside during lunch.



BILL

		It doesn’t matter if you know where the bathroom is or not,

		you can’t have stopped that crazy beast from rampaging out

		there and leaving behind nothing but shit, urine, and many

		large samples of semen.



Lucky looks down and frowns.



BILL

		That’s disgusting.



LUCKY

		Large samples, really?



Lucky and Bill enter the gym.



INT. GYM-MORNING



Lucky and Bill enter, then look around until they find Alexandria.  They run up to her as soon as they spot her.



ALEXANDRIA

		Oh God, you again?  And you brought a friend?  I am not a

		fucking whore.  I need to move back to Megothalis.



LUCKY

		No, see, I never wanted to fuck you.  That guy was just an

		asshole.  And Bill, here, is gay.



BILL

		Actually, I’m not, that’s just a common misconception.



LUCKY

		No, it’s not, you love the cock.



BILL

(yelling)

		The only cock I love is my own!



LUCKY

		You may have said that a little too loud.



ALEXANDRIA

		What do you want?



LUCKY

		Remember when you said I was a good writer?



ALEXANDRIA

		Before I knew you just wanted sex?



LUCKY

		I told you, that guy is an idiot.  He was just trying to

		ruin my life like he always does.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, who was he?



LUCKY

		My best friend.



ALEXANDRIA

		Uh-huh.





LUCKY

		No, I know it sounds weird, but he does that shit all the

		time.  Like, he’ll go up to people and ask them if they

		cloned theirselves, and fucked their clone, if it would be

		gay or masterbating…



ALEXANDRIA

		Gay, because there’s another being there.



LUCKY

		Will you let me continue?



ALEXANDRIA

		Go ahead.



LUCKY

		Uh… shit, I forgot what I was talking about.  Anyway, what

		you said, made me want to write a movie.



ALEXANDRIA

		So?



Lucky hands Alexandria the script.



LUCKY

		There’s the script.



The bell rings.



LUCKY

		Do you want to take a look at it?



ALEXANDRIA

		No thanks.  Look, you might be a really good guy, but even

		if I did read it and want to help you, and this whole story

		wasn’t a lie, I’d still have to deal with your “best

		friend.”



Alexandria hands Lucky the script and walks away.



LUCKY

		Dammit.



INT. DRAMA CLASS-LATER



Lucky walks up to the teacher and asks her something, then walks back over to Logan.�

LOGAN

		What was that all about?  You takin’ an oral exam for some

		bonus points?



LUCKY

		You know, Alexandria hates me now because of you.



LOGAN

		Jesus, you have a fucking crush on her, don’t you?



LUCKY

		No, but I need her help to make this movie.



LOGAN

		You aren’t making any movie.



LUCKY

		Yes I am.



LOGAN

		You know you aren’t making any movie.  You’re too lazy to

		work that hard.



LUCKY

		I’ve just been resting up energy.



LOGAN

		What the hell kind of line is that?  You act like we’re in

		a movie right now!



Lucky and Logan look at the camera.



LUCKY

		Look, nothing’s going to come from by bitching…



LOGAN

		Heh, come…



LUCKY

		Shut up!  What I was saying was, my bitching won’t resolve

		anything, but just try not to screw anything up as I work

		on shooting this movie… no wait, filming this movie.  I

		better say filming to be safe.  You know, to make sure that

		no one thinks I’m trying to shoot anyone…



LOGAN

		You’re an idiot, do you know that?



LUCKY

		Look who’s talking.



LOGAN

		Nothing good’s going to come of you doing this.



Beat.



LUCKY

		Aren’t you going to laugh?  You said come, and doing this.



Beat.



LOGAN

(sarcastically)

		Heh.

		Okay class, now this little O’Connor fella’ is going to do

		some monologue he wrote movie, or something like that…



The drama teacher passes out.  Lucky walks up, awkwardly.



LUCKY

		Okay, the movie I wrote is called One-Legged Freedom.  In

		this scene, the main character, Olaf, a one-legged man from

		Germany is talking with the father of the girl who took him

		into her home about why he came to America.  He’s also

		trying to prove why he’s not stupid, because the father is

		a hick who doesn’t like him.  Well, here it goes…

(in German voice)

		You want to know why I deserve to stay here?  Really?

		Well, unfortunately, I cannot answer that question.  Maybe

		I could if people treated me better in your country, but

		they don’t.  They all hate me.  Frankly, I don’t see how

		America can survive with all it’s many different people

		when all of you hate each other.  I came here wanting new

		oppurtunities, but do you know what?  I haven’t found one

		single damn oppurtunity.  And what makes it all worse?  I

		have only one leg!  I did not lose my leg here, but it has

		still cost me greatly.  Not only do the people not want to

		hire me because they think I am stupid foreigner, but they

		do not want to hire me because I am handicapped!  Plus,

		many of them think I am the homo-gay!  I am not the homo-

		gay!  So you know what, I may not deserve to stay here, but

		I don’t see why I should want to!



Beat.



LUCKY

(in regular voice)

		And scene!



The students just stare at him.



LUCKY

		Well, good bye now.



Lucky goes back to his seat.  The students start talking.  Alexandria is standing at Lucky’s seat when he gets to it.



LUCKY

		This is my seat.



ALEXANDRIA

		Let me see the script.



LOGAN

(to Alexandria)

		Let me see your boobies.



ALEXANDRIA

		Let’s go back to my seat.



LUCKY

		Right.



Lucky and Alexandria walk over to her seat.



ALEXANDRIA

		So, he really just does stuff like what he did the other

		day to you?



LUCKY

		Yeah.



ALEXANDRIA

		That sucks.  You should get better friends.



LUCKY

		I don’t know; Logan’s okay.



ALEXANDRIA

		By what standards?  Really, why are you friends with him?



LUCKY

		I don’t know…



ALEXANDRIA

		Tell me, or I’m not helping you with the movie.



Beat.



LUCKY

		He’s the only one who’ll always be there for me.



ALEXANDRIA

		What about the gay dude?



LUCKY

		Bill?  He’s cool, but he’s never around when I need him.

		No one is… except for Logan.  Well, and there’s the fact

		that Logan is capable of having an intelligent conversation

		when he’s not being immature.



Lucky and Alexandria look over at Logan, who is pretending to give oral sex to a pop bottle.



ALEXANDRIA

		When is that?



Lucky shrugs.  The drama teacher gets up.



DRAMA TEACHER

		What the fuck are you doing over there?  Get back to your

		seat, young man!  It’s all just like the Woodstock again!



LUCKY

(to Alexandria)

		What the hell?



ALEXANDRIA

		I don’t know, but…



Alexandria hands Lucky a piece of paper with some writing on it.



ALEXANDRIA

		…check out these links.  They might help some.  Do you have

		the script saved?



LUCKY

		Yeah.



ALEXANDRIA

		Then let me have the copy that you printed.  Tomorrow,

		we’ll work on casting.



LUCKY

		Woah, tomorrow’s Saturday.



ALEXANDRIA

		So?



LUCKY

		I’ll probably be asleep until…



Lucky counts on his fingers.



LUCKY

		Uh, noon.



ALEXANDRIA

		We’ll still have time after that.



LUCKY

		Noon on Sunday.



ALEXANDRIA

		You’re going to have to decide whether you want to make

		this movie or sleep.



LUCKY

		Let’s make this movie.



EXT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-NIGHT



An ESTABLISHING shot.



INT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-NIGHT



PETER

		How’s the movie going?



LUCKY

		Pretty good.  I’m going to get online and see what I can

		find to help me.





PETER

		Alrighty.



Lucky enters his room.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-NIGHT



Lucky enters and sees Logan there on the computer, looking at hentai, the anime version of porn.



LUCKY

		Oh my God, man, come on!



LOGAN

		I already did.



LUCKY

		If you’re finished looking at your Looney Toon porn…



LOGAN

		It’s anime porn, dammit!  And it’s technical name is

		heantai.



LUCKY

		Whatever.  I need to get online.



LOGAN

		Why?



LUCKY

		Alexandria gave me some link for a site to help with the

		movie.



LOGAN

		Right.



Logan gets up and lets Lucky sit down.



LUCKY

(typing)

		Alright, www.filmmaking.net/faq/ <http://www.filmmaking.net/faq/>



Lucky types enter, and the site comes up.



LUCKY

		Hm… cinematography.



LOGAN

(reading)

		How do I film a computer/video screen without it

		flickering?

(not reading)

		How hard can that be?



CUT TO the computer screen, flickering like crazy.





LOGAN

		There’s a lot of questions on this thing.



LUCKY

		I guess we’re just going to have to check them all…



START THE “INTERNET FILMMAKERS FAQ” MONTAGE:



The following questions are answered in the scenes below them, interspersed with clips of Lucky & Logan looking at more of the questions that aren’t shown.



Companies?



LUCKY

		What company should we try to get to be out distributor?



LOGAN

		What do you mean?



LUCKY

		You have to get a distributing company to get your films

		out to people.  What about Amblin Entertainment?



LOGAN

		What the fuck is that?



LUCKY

		Steven Spielberg’s film company.



LOGAN

		Who the fuck is Steven Spielberg?



LUCKY

		Nevermind.  What about Dreamworks?



LOGAN

		Yeah, because they’ve got the fisherman dude on the moon. 

		That’s the coolest.



LUCKY

		Not as cool as Universal.



LOGAN

		Oh yeah!



Lucky and Logan both hum the Universal theme.



LUCKY

		Well, that one’s settled.



Crew Roles?



LUCKY

		Who’s going to be our grip?





LOGAN

		Grip?



Logan starts laughing.



Are there any problems with using a specific product in my film?



LUCKY

		It says here that you can’t defemate a product in your

		movie or you might get sued.



Logan throws his pop down.



LOGAN

		Pepsi sucks!



The scene is now being filmed with a worse camera, the shot is out of focus, it’s in black and white, the sound is really crappy, and the computer is a box.  Lucky looks back at Logan.



LOGAN

		What?



How do I get the rights to use a song/music in my film?







LUCKY

		We’ll have to make our own music, so that we don’t have to

		get the rights to any songs.



LOGAN

		I’ll be in charge of that.



LUCKY

		Alright.



How do I get my hands on fake guns?



LUCKY

		Hm… I don’t think we’ll need any guns in the movie, but in

		case we do, do you know where we could get some fake ones?



LOGAN

		Yeah, I have one right here.



Logan gets the gun out.



LUCKY

		How do we know if it’s fake or not?



LOGAN

		Hm…



Logan shoots a hole in Lucky’s wall.



LOGAN

		I guess it was real.



LUCKY

		Yeah.



LOGAN

		Hang on…



Logan keeps shooting until the ammo runs out.



LOGAN

		Now it’s fake.



Lucky looks down in shame.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-LATER



LUCKY

		Well, that’s the whole FAQ.



LOGAN

		What do we do now?



LUCKY

		Well, let’s see what the movie should be like.  I mean,

		it’s going to be an independent movie, so I guess I’ll

		check out the Independent Film Channel.



LOGAN

		So, you don’t have to be on the computer anymore?



LUCKY

		No.



LOGAN

		Alright, more Sailor Moon!



Logan sits down in the computer seat.  Lucky turns the TV onto the Independent Film Channel.



EXT. FIELD-DAY



An Asian man and woman stand in the field together.  As they speak in Chinese, subtitles underneath explain what they are saying.



CHINESE MAN

		I thought I would never find you again.



CHINESE WOMAN

		I would not just leave you like that.  You are foolish to

		think so.



CHINESE MAN

		Can you ever forgive me for all of the things that I have

		done wrong?



CHINESE WOMAN

		I will try, but what if your grandmother’s ghost comes back

		to haunt us again.



An ELDERLY CHINESE LADY appears.



ELDERLY CHINESE LADY

		Do not fear that, young child.  Now that I have found the

		spirit of the tibal youth, I have patience with my Aftelife

		once again.  Good bye.



The ELDERLY CHINESE LADY disappears.



CHINESE MAN

		Good bye, grandmother.



CHINESE WOMAN

		Now we can experience intercourse with each other?



An ELDERLY CHINESE MAN appears.



ELDERLY CHINESE MAN

		No!



CHINESE WOMAN

		Oh, grandfather!



The movie FADES to credits.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-NIGHT



LUCKY

		Crazy…



EXT. WASHINGTON D.C.-DAY



The credits for the movie Lucky was watching are shoved to the side as this scene takes place on the other side.  The feature goes through different scenes of the MOONPRANCE FILM FESTIVAL as the ANNOUNCER speaks over it.



ANNOUNCER

(v.o.)

		Independent filmmakers everywhere are getting ready for the

		Moonprance Film Festival.  Moonprance started in 1978 when

		the Sundance Film Festival refused to show Arnold Tygert’s

		film, The Billygoat Man.



INT. APARTMENT-DAY



Footage from The Billygoat Man…



BILLYGOAT MAN

		Never a fear you should have, Young Darla, as I, the

		Billygoat Man will overtake the government’s control of

		America and use it to produce grass in mass quantities!

		Hawky-doo!



EXT. WASHINGTON D.C.-DAY



ANNOUNCER

(v.o.)

		Arnold started his own film festival called Moonprance, and

		has held it every year in Washington D.C.  Many films shown

		get picked up by distributors like Miramax and Artisan,

		which then distribute the films to at least 20 theaters,

		which is perfect for filmmakers who need to collect their

		dead grandfather’s money by getting their movie released in

		just that many theaters.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-NIGHT



LUCKY

		Hm…



Lucky turns the TV off, and looks over at Logan, who has fallen asleep at the computer.  He shrugs, then gets into bed and goes to sleep himself.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-MORNING



The time is 8:42.  The phone rings.  Logan wakes up and looks at it.  He shakes Lucky to try and wake him up.





LUCKY

(sleepily)

		No, Shakes, Margaret isn’t ready for show business yet…



The phone rings again.  Logan frowns at Lucky, then walks over and picks it up.



LOGAN

		Hello?



INT. ALEXANDRIA’S ROOM-SAME TIME



ALEXANDRIA

		Um, is Lucky there?



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-SAME TIME



BEGIN CROSS-CUTTING BETWEEN LUCKY AND ALEXANDRIA:



LOGAN

		Yes, may I ask who is speaking?



ALEXANDRIA

		It’s Alexandria, from school.



LOGAN

		May I ask what the speaker is wearing?



ALEXANDRIA

		Is this Logan?



LOGAN

		It might be… if you want to have sex with me.



ALEXANDRIA

		Let me talk to Lucky.



LOGAN

		Fine, I’ll try to get him up.



Logan walks over to Lucky.



LOGAN

		Hey, Alexandria wants to talk to you on the phone.



Lucky gets up.



LUCKY

		Huh?



LOGAN

		Get up.  Go talk on the phone.



Lucky gets up and walks over to the phone.



LOGAN

		Yeah, you got it buddy.  Go on… good.



Logan exits.



LOGAN

(exiting)

		Guy’s never woke up before 3 on a Saturday in his life…



LUCKY

(on phone)

		Hello?



ALEXANDRIA

		Lucky?



LUCKY

		Alexandria?



ALEXANDRIA

		Yeah.  I read the script.



LUCKY

		Is it any good?



ALEXANDRIA

		It’s extremely good.  I love the way you took such a stupid

		premise and then turned it around into a great movie.



LUCKY

		Really?



ALEXANDRIA

		Yeah, I love it.



LUCKY

		But, you think the premise is stupid?



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, yeah.  What, did Logan give it to you or something?



LUCKY

		No, it’s just that I thought the premise was pretty good.

		I mean, I’ve written a lot of stuff, and I really pride

		myself over thinking of good premises.



ALEXANDRIA

		I didn’t mean to hurt your feelings…



LUCKY

		No, it’s alright, it’s just that… well, the script is just

		one thing, right?  All the other stuff I’ve written have

		great premises.



ALEXANDRIA

		What else did you do?



LUCKY

		Uh… I did a story called BOTVGH once.



ALEXANDRIA

		BOTVGH?



LUCKY

		Battle of the Video Game Heroes.  It was about a group of

		video game characters who were stranded on an island.  Cows

		fell on them a lot, too.  That one’s better, right?



ALEXANDRIA

		Um… sure.  Anyway, I think we need to talk about casting

		the movie.



LUCKY

		Right.



ALEXANDRIA

		Do you know where the Princess Playhouse Theater in

		Megothalis is?



LUCKY

		No.



ALEXANDRIA

		Oh… maybe I should give you directions.  Where do you live?



LUCKY

		Uh… to tell you the truth, I’m not exactly sure.



ALEXANDRIA

		You don’t know where you live at?



LUCKY

		I’m not good with directions.  My dad probably knows; I’ll

		just ask him.



ALEXANDRIA

		Okay, meet me there in half an hour.



LUCKY

		Alright.



Lucky and Alexandria hang up the phone.



INT. LUCKY’S KITCHEN-MORNING



Lucky walks in and sees Peter and Logan eating cereal.



PETER

		There’s m’ little James Cameron.



LUCKY

		Do you have to call me your little James Cameron?  I mean,

		Titanic really sucked.



Logan spits milk out of his mouth.



LUCKY

		What is it this time?



LOGAN

		He called you little James Cameron.  It was like he was

		calling you James Cameron’s penis.



PETER

		Are you on crack, boy?



LOGAN

		I can’t remember.

(to Alexandria)

		What did that chick want?



LUCKY

		Chick?  What, are you the Fonz or something?



PETER

		Hey now, plenty of people call women chicks still in the

		present day.  Next time ya’ think about getting’ mad at

		yer’ friends like that, you should really make sure ya’

		know about what’s in and out in slang, or you yerself might

		turn up lookin’ like the imbecile.



LUCKY

		Yeah, sure.  Anyway, Alexandria wants to cast the movie at

		the Princess Playhouse Theater in Megothalis.  You know

		where that is, don’t you, Dad?



PETER

		Yeah, I’ll get ya’ down there.  Let me go get m’ shoes on

		first.



Peter exits.



LOGAN

		So, you’re really casting the movie with her?



LUCKY

		Yeah.



LOGAN

		How much time are you going to spend on this movie thing?



LUCKY

		However much it takes I guess.



LOGAN

		And it’ll all be with her.



LUCKY

		Well, she is helping with the movie…



LOGAN

		And what about me?



LUCKY

		You can help out too, man.



LOGAN

		Fuckin’ Yoko.



Logan exits.



EXT. PRINCESS PLAYHOUSE THEATER-DAY



An ESTABLISHING shot.



INT. PRINCESS PLAYHOUSE THEATER-DAY



Lucky, Logan, and Peter enter.  Alexandria is already there.



LUCKY

		Hey.



ALEXANDRIA

		Hey.  Okay, the main people we need to cast are Olaf, the

		main character, Jamiee, the girl that he falls in love

		with, the Southern father, the guy at Ellis Island, the guy

		who works at the video store, and then there’s some other

		bit parts…



LUCKY

		Okay.  Uh, I was going to play Olaf.



ALEXANDRIA

		Okay, then we’ve got that part.  I’ll play Jamiee, if

		that’s alright.



LUCKY

		Sure.  Now, let’s just cast the others…



START THE “AUDITIONS” MONTAGE:



ALEXANDRIA

		What previous acting experience do you have?



1.)	I’ve acted in a few school plays…

2.)	…church stuff…

3.)	…I’ve acted in a gay theater troupe for eight years.  Gay meaning happy.  Ha, hmm, yes, happy!

4.)	I’ve never acted before in my life, but I’ll tell you what I have done, and that is gotten so drunk that I lost my memory of anything that’s ever happened, so now I really need this acting job.



ALEXANDRIA

Um, we can’t pay you.



5.)	Oh well.

6.)	STEVEN:  I am Jesus!



LUCKY

		Okay, number one:  that’s extremely blasphemous, and number

		two, that in no way answers our question.



7.)	STEVEN:  Whatever.



ALEXANDRIA

		Okay, I want you to read these lines with feeling…



8.)	A series of different people read lines in different ways.



ALEXANDRIA

(to all the people who auditioned)

		Okay, we’ll be calling you back if you got the part.  You

		can all go home.



Everyone starts to leave.  Steven stays.



STEVEN

		I am Jesus!



LUCKY

		No, you’re not.



ALEXANDRIA

		If we need a Messiah, we’ll call you.  Go away now.



STEVEN

		Al’ight.



Steven exits.



LUCKY

		That guy is messed up.



ALEXANDRIA

		Okay, we have everyone casted except for the hillbilly

		father.  I don’t have any idea who could play him, though.



MUSIC IN: “PLOWBOY” - CLEDUS T. JUDD



HILLBILLY BOB walks in.  The music stops when he stops and shrugs in front of Lucky and Alexandria.



HILLBILLY BOB

		You guys still castin’ the movie?



ALEXANDRIA

		Uh, yeah.  What’s your name?



HILLBILLY BOB

		Well, my name’s Bobby, m’aam.



ALEXANDRIA

		Bobby what?



HILLBILLY BOB

		Uh… I don’t have a last name, but all my friends just call

		me Hillbilly Bob.





ALEXANDRIA

		Do you have any previous acting experience?



HILLBILLY BOB

		I acted in a street theater once.



ALEXANDRIA

		Really?



HILLBILLY BOB

		Well, actually it was just me outside of the Burger King

		runnin’ up to people and pretendin’ I was a mime.



Hillbilly Bob starts to mime being in a box… very badly.



ALEXANDRIA

		I think that when you’re miming, you’re supposed to make

		believe there’s an actual wall there, and not let your

		hands go through it.



HILLBILLY BOB

		Well now, I’ve never been to no fancy actin’ school, but

		I’ll do my best if ya’ hire me for the job.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, Mr. Bob, I think we have a job for you.



HILLBILLY BOB

		Hot damn, I’m gonna’ be a movie star!



ALEXANDRIA

		All I need is your phone number…



Bob hands her a card, and then dances out.



LUCKY

		Well, he won’t have to act that much.



ALEXANDRIA

		Nope.  Well, I’ll meet you at Summersville Lake on Monday

		at… um… how about 5?



LUCKY

		For what?



ALEXANDRIA

		The Ellis Island scene.



LUCKY

		Oh, okay.



ALEXANDRIA

		Bye.



LUCKY

		Bye.



Alexandria exits.  Logan walks over to Lucky.



LOGAN

		So… it starts.  She’s already taken our day.



LUCKY

		What day?



LOGAN

		Oh God, you’ve forgotten already.  Monday is “Crappy

		Direct-to-Video Disney Sequels” day!  I’m telling you man,

		she is fucking Yoko.  She’s tearing us apart, and unlike

		the Beatles, you’re movie isn’t…



ALEXANDRIA

(o.c.)

		I told you to go home!



Lucky and Logan look to the back of the theater.



STEVEN

		But I am Jesus!



LOGAN

		You’re movie isn’t as big as Steven.



Logan walks away.  Lucky shrugs, and exits as well.



EXT. SUMMERSVILLE LAKE-DAY



There are people lying out in the sand, and children playing… it’s basically a beach, except that you can’t get to an ocean in Oak Hill, so it’s the next best thing.  Alexandria is waiting impatiently standing next to a cardboard cut-out of the Statue of Liberty with a camera.  Lucky walks up to her.



ALEXANDRIA

		I’ve been waiting for an hour.



LUCKY

		Sorry.



ALEXANDRIA

		Where’s the other guy for this scene?



LUCKY

		He had to cancel, so I got someone else to do it.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, when is he getting here?



LUCKY

		Soon.  You know, you’re awfully touchy about a movie that

		isn’t even your own.







ALEXANDRIA

		If I’m a part of something, I want it to be done right, but 

		you still seem like you want to be your lazy self.



LUCKY

		It’s hard to shake the lifestyle.  What’s up with you,

		though, seriously?  I don’t know anything about you except

		for the fact that you’re not too fond of the mass

		population of clones that are in our school.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, what do you want to know?



LUCKY

		I don’t know… do you have a boyfriend?



ALEXANDRIA

		I’m sorry, but you aren’t my type.



LUCKY

		What kind of an answer is that?  I just want some insight

		into your life.  Let’s put Alexandria under the microscope…



Alexandria laughs.



LUCKY

		What?



ALEXANDRIA

		Nothing.



Beat.



LUCKY

		Do you think Air Bud’s nose got hurt a lot?



ALEXANDRIA

		What?



LUCKY

		You know, Air Bud?



ALEXANDRIA

		The dog that played basketball in that movie?



LUCKY

		He also played football and soccer in the two sequels.  But

		that’s getting side-tracked… do you think he broke his nose

		or anything?  I mean, the dog hit that big heavy ball with

		his nose.



ALEXANDRIA

		Sure, I guess.



Beat.





ALEXANDRIA

		What’s it like in your head?



LUCKY

		What do you mean?



ALEXANDRIA

		You think differently than everybody else.



LUCKY

		Well see, many people think inside of the box.  I, on the

		otherhand, choose to think outside of the box.  Now, one

		day, a bunch of missiles are all going to attack the box,

		and everyone inside is going to explode… but where am I? 

		I’m outside of the box, safety intact.

(more sadly)

		But… it’ll be kind of like the Twilight Zone episode where

		the guy was the last person alive, and he broke his

		glasses, so he couldn’t read any books.  But I don’t read

		any books, so it’ll be worse.  And I can’t get anyone else

		to think outside of the box with me, because I’m a big

		loser that sleeps all the time and never really socializes.



ALEXANDRIA

		That was either one of the most deepest thing I’ve ever

		heard, or the scariest.



RICK

(o.c.)

		Yeah, we are getting’ some tits in this movie!



LUCKY

		Oh, and if I could get anyone to think outside of the box

		with me, they’d be shouting things like that after the

		Apocalypse.



Rick walks up to Lucky & Alexandria.



LUCKY

		Alexandria, this is Rick.  Rick, Alexandria.  Okay, Rick,

		in this scene, you’re going to be asking me, I’ll be

		playing Olaf, you’ll be asking me a series of questions

		before I get in the country.



RICK

		Fuck yeah, let’s do this shit!



LUCKY

		And Alexandria, remember not to film one of my legs.



ALEXANDRIA

		Right.



Rick gets in place.



LUCKY

		And… action!



EXT. ELLIS ISLAND-DAY



Olaf limps towards the Immigration Agent.



OLAF

		Hello, sir.  I come to America for new oppurtunities.



AGENT

		Yeah, what the fuck is your name?



EXT. SUMMERSVILLE LAKE-DAY



LUCKY

		Cut!  Rick, you can’t swear.  You have to just play the

		part, okay?



RICK

		Fuck yeah, man.



LUCKY

		Okay, and action!



EXT. ELLIS ISLAND-DAY



Olaf limps towards the Immigration Agent.



OLAF

		Hello, sir.  I come to America for new oppurtunities.



AGENT

		Yeah, what’s your name?



The agent does some karate moves.



EXT. SUMMERSVILLE LAKE-DAY



LUCKY

		Cut!  Rick, you can’t be yourself, you have to act.  You

		can’t do any karate moves.



RICK

		Okay, I got ya’.



EXT. ELLIS ISLAND-DAY



Olaf limps towards the Immigration Agent.



OLAF

		Hello, sir.  I come to America for new oppurtunities.



AGENT

		Yeah, what’s your name?



OLAF

		Olaf Hinkerstein.



AGENT

		Country?



OLAF

		Germany.



AGENT

		Age?



OLAF

		22.



AGENT

		Legs?



OLAF

		One.



AGENT

		Sex?



OLAF

		Yes, please.



The agent starts to crack up.



EXT. SUMMERSVILLE LAKE-DAY



LUCKY

		Alright, cut.



RICK

		That shit was hilarious, man.



ALEXANDRIA

		Actually, Lucky, that’s the only problem I had with the

		script.  That joke has been overused to death.



LUCKY

		No, that’s the funniest part in the movie.



ALEXANDRIA

		But it’s not a comedy.



LUCKY

		Yeah, so that’s why it’s the funniest part in the movie.



ALEXANDRIA

		Okay.



LUCKY

		Alright, let’s take it from sex… and action!



EXT. ELLIS ISLAND-DAY



AGENT

		Sex?



OLAF

		Yes, please.



AGENT

		I mean, are you a man or woman?



OLAF

		Oh.  I am a man.



AGENT

		Well sir, welcome to America, the land of oppurtunity.  I

		hope you do well on your journey, you one-legged German

		douchebag.



OLAF

		Why did you call me a douchebag?



AGENT

		Because this is America, where we have the freedom to call

		any foreigner a douchebag.



EXT. SUMMERSVILLE LAKE-DAY



LUCKY

		And cut!  That was great, Rick.  Thanks for your help.



RICK

		No problem, man.



Rick walks away.



ALEXANDRIA

		Uh, Lucky?



LUCKY

		Yeah?



ALEXANDRIA

		When you’re not asleep or anything, even after the movie,

		you can talk with me.  I may not be… outside the box, but I

		like talking with someone who is.



LUCKY

		Uh, okay.



ALEXANDRIA

		I’ll see you tomorrow.  We’re filming the scene in the 

		woods.



LUCKY

		Right.  See you then.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-THE NEXT MORNING



Lucky, Logan, and Bill are standing outside as usual.



LOGAN

		…in short, what I’m saying is that instead of porn flicks

		that are the length of an actual movie, they have short 2-

		minute ones for those of us who…



LUCKY

		I can’t wait to film tonight.



LOGAN

		Oh Jesus, do we have to bring that up?



LUCKY

		Last night, I just got the feeling that Alexandria might

		have liked me or something.



LOGAN

		Oh, now you’re going to go on about Yoko…



LUCKY

		Hey, I think I’m going to go ahead and go into the gym and

		see if I can find her.



Lucky walks off.



BILL

		So, you’re jealous?



LOGAN

		Jealous?  Why the hell would I be jealous?



BILL

		You’re best friend is finally doing something with his

		life, and rather than wait on you to join him, he’s found

		someone else.



LOGAN

		I don’t care, man.  Lucky can go fuck himself for all I

		care.  He never really did anything for me anyway.

		Whenever I would do stupid shit, he’d never join in.  He’d

		just follow me.



BILL

		He was protecting you.



Beat.



LOGAN

		Shut the fuck up.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL, BACK-LATER



Lucky and Alexandria are standing just off of a path into the woods.



LUCKY

		So, what are we waiting on?





ALEXANDRIA

		Well, first off, we need Hillbilly Bob, and then we need to

		have…



JASON WORTHINGTON, a somewhat older guy, walks up to them.



JASON

		I got the camera, girl…



ALEXANDRIA

		Jason!



Alexandria runs up and hugs Jason.  Lucky looks at their embrace in jealousy.



LUCKY

		Oh hello, I don’t believe we’ve met.



Alexandria releases from Jason.



ALEXANDRIA

		Oh, this is Jason, Lucky.  Lucky, Jason.



LUCKY

		Is he like your brother or something?



JASON

		No, I’m actually Alexandria’s boyfriend, little man.



LUCKY

		Oh, well then it’s nice to meet you.



JASON

		So, you’re the guy that came up with this movie, huh?

		Pretty cool stuff.



LUCKY

		Uh, yeah.  Well, are you going to be joining us on the

		filming today, Jason?



JASON

		No, little buddy, I’ve got other stuff to do today.

(to Alexandria)

		You’re going to be at drama class later, right?



ALEXANDRIA

		Yeah.



JASON

		I still need to memorize my lines.



LUCKY

		Uh, excuse me…



JASON

		Yes.



LUCKY

		It seems like you’re patronizing me for some reason or

		another, so I just wanted to make it clear that I’m not

		retarded or stupid or anything…



JASON

		Of course you’re not, little dude.  How about this, I’ll

		come look at another one of your filmings.  Would that make

		you feel pretty good?



LUCKY

		I guess…



JASON

(to Alexandria)

		I’ll see you later, okay baby?



Jason and Alexandria kiss.  Lucky looks at them, fuming with anger now.  They stop as Hillbilly Bob walks up.



HILLBILLY BOB

(to Lucky)

		I don’t have to do that with you, do I?



LUCKY

		No, man.



HILLBILLY BOB

		Good.



Jason walks away.



ALEXANDRIA

		I guess we’re all set to film now.



Logan walks up to them.



LOGAN

		Oh shit.



ALEXANDRIA

		Coming to watch us film?



LOGAN

		No; this is the path I have to use to walk home.



LUCKY

		Actually, Alexandria, it might be a good idea to have Logan

		lead us through here.  He knows his way around it better

		than I do.  Last timeI went to his house, I tried to lead

		us through there, and I got us really lost.



ALEXANDRIA

		Okay.



LOGAN

		You know, you could consult me about this.



LUCKY

		Please?



LOGAN

		Fine.



LUCKY

		Okay, the scene we’re filming is one where Hillbilly Bob’s

		character is chasing my character through the woods,

		because he thinks my character tried to make a move on

		Alexandria’s character.  So, if everyone’s ready, action!



EXT. WOODS-DAY



Jamiee’s Father is standing next to Olaf with a shot gun.



JAMIEE’S FATHER

		So, you thought you could just take my daughter’s body, did

		you, ya’ dirty foreigner!  Well, that ain’t the way it

		works!



OLAF

		I didn’t do anything, honestly!



JAMIEE’S FATHER

		The hell you didn’t; I’m gonna’ kill you, you dirty 

		sumbitch!



Olaf starts to lim away hurriedly.



JAMIEE’S FATHER

		Oh, so you think yer’ gonna’ get away, do ya’?  It ain’t

		gonna’ be that easy!



Jamiee’s Father chases Olaf through the woods for a while, before he’s

stopped by Jamiee herself.



JAMIEE

		Daddy, Olaf didn’t try to do anything to me, I swear.  You

		gotta’ believe me.



JAMIEE’S FATHER

		Are you sure?



JAMIEE

		I’m sure.



JAMIEE’S FATHER

		Well, you tell me if he ever does.  I don’t trust him one

		bit.



EXT. WOODS-REALITY, DAY



LUCKY

(now holding the camera)

		And cut!  That was beautiful.  We’re all done now.



LOGAN

		Good, so I can get home, right?



LUCKY

		Yeah.



Logan walks off in one direction, while the others go the other way.



LUCKY

		Do you know what I just realized?



ALEXANDRIA

		What?



LUCKY

		I have no idea where we’re going.



Lucky turns on the camera again.



POV: LUCKY/CAMERA



Lucky points the camera toward his face.



LUCKY

		Oh, like you didn’t know this was coming.



A howling sound is heard.



ALEXANDRIA

		What was that?



HILLBILLY BOB

		I don’t know, but I’m gonna’ eat it if we find it.



LUCKY

		Um… remember how I told you that me and Logan got lost out

		here once?



ALEXANDRIA

		Yeah.



LUCKY

		Well, when we did, we found a rib cage, and then a bunch of

		feathers.  So, we thought there might be something out

		here.



ALEXANDRIA

		You’re joking.



LUCKY

		Nope.



ALEXANDRIA

		That’s not funny, Lucky.  Don’t do your outside of the box

		stuff now…



LUCKY

		I’m not making it…



Lucky, Alexandria, and Bob look down and see the rib cage and feathers, except they’re both really bloody.



LUCKY

		…up.



ALEXANDRIA

		Turn off the camera, Lucky.  You’re wasting film.



EXT. WOODS-LATER



Lucky is facing the camera like the scene in the Blair Witch Project.



LUCKY

		I just want to say that I’m sorry to my family, and

		Alexandria’s family, and Hillbilly Bob’s family.  This was

		my project… I’m so sorry…



ALEXANDRIA

(o.c.)

		Stop it!



EXT. WOODS-NIGHT



ALEXANDRIA

		Do you have any idea where we are now?



LUCKY

		No.



ALEXANDRIA

		We’re going to die out here.



LUCKY

		I’m sure we’re not going to die out here.  That’s what

		Logan said last time, and we turned out alright.



ALEXANDRIA

		Was that thing making holwing noises last time?



LUCKY

		Yeah, and Logan wanted to find it, too.



ALEXANDRIA

		Logan’s just an idiot, isn’t he?



A strange sound is heard off camera.  Lucky and Alexandria look over and see Hillbilly Bob’s hat lying on the ground.



LUCKY

		Oh, shi-



POV: SOMETHING.



Whatever the camera is, leaps out at Lucky and Alexandria and eats them both.



EXT. WOODS-NIGHT



The MUTANT from the Lucky and Logan short ‘Lost’ is seen lying down after eating Bob, Lucky, and Alexandria.



INT. MUTANT’S STOMACH-NIGHT



ALEXANDRIA

		Oh God… we’re going to die.



LUCKY

		We aren’t going to die.



ALEXANDRIA

		We’re in a giant mutant’s stomach.



Hillbilly Bob eats some goop lying around inside.



HILLBILLY BOB

		Mmmmm…



LUCKY

		Ew… anyway, we’re not going to die, because this is a Blair

		Witch parody.  It’s just in here for no reason.  See, no

		matter what, we’re going to stay alive, because none of

		this ever really had to happen.  We’re actually wasting

		minutes of this film.



ALEXANDRIA

		I see there’s no fourth wall here.



LUCKY

		Are you kidding?  We couldn’t afford one.



ALEXANDRIA

		So, why was there a Blair Witch parody at all?



LUCKY

		Because it’s expected.  You don’t go to a movie that spoofs

		the inner workings of independent films not expecting to

		see a parody of the Blair Witch Project, or at least a

		reference.  And by the way, my girlfriend has sucked 37

		dicks.



HILLBILLY BOB

		In a row?



LUCKY

		There, that concludes our spoofing of every independent

		film that most of America has heard of.



ALEXANDRIA

		So, we can go back to being characters and not talking

		about the movie that we’re in?



LUCKY

		Movie we’re in?  Alexandria, we’re making a movie, we’re

		not in one.



Lucky winks at the camera.



EXT. WOODS-NIGHT



The mutant coughs them up, and walks away.



EXT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-NIGHT



An ESTABLISHING shot.



INT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-NIGHT



Peter is waiting for Lucky.  Lucky walks in with monster goop all over him.  Peter looks at him quizically.



LUCKY

		Blair Witch parody.



Peter looks at him even more quizically.



LUCKY

		A really weird Blair Witch parody.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-MORNING



Lucky gets off of the bus and walks over to Alexandria, who is waiting for him.



LUCKY

		Hey.



ALEXANDRIA

		That was pretty weird last night, huh?



LUCKY

		Yeah.  You’re boyfriend is kind of an idiot isn’t he?



ALEXANDRIA

		I was talking about the whole mutant eating us alive, and

		then us escaping thing.



LUCKY

		Oh yeah.  That was weird.



ALEXANDRIA

		What’s wrong with Jason, though?



LUCKY

		He’s so patronizing.  Did you see him treating me like I

		was some kind of retarded kindergartner?



Lucky looks over to see a CRYING LITTLE CHILD with his MOTHER and high school-age BROTHER.



CRYING LITTLE CHILD

		M-m-making fun of me?



LUCKY

		Oh no, no, I didn’t…



The child starts beating Lucky and screaming.  CUT TO Logan and Bill at their normal place.



LOGAN

		Can you believe him?  Hanging out with that bitch.  Who the

		fuck does he think he is?



BILL

		Uh, a guy that’s gonna’ get some pussy.



LOGAN

		You’re not allowed to talk that way, cock lover.



BILL

		You know, if you’re so pissed off about Lucky hanging out

		with Alexandria, why don’t you try and help out with the

		movie?



LOGAN

		No way…



BILL

		Do something.



Beat.



LOGAN

		Those are the two foulest words in the human language, my

		friend.



Logan notices a GUY WITH A GUITAR walking over to the band door.  As he walks into the band door, loud music blasts out.  Logan looks at Bill.



LOGAN

		I did tell Lucky that I’d try and get the soundtrack.



BILL

		Alright, let’s go get it.



Logan and Bill walk over to the band door.



INT. BAND ROOM-DAY



A group is inside doing a song when Logan and Bill enter.  The song ends, and Logan walks up to the LEAD SINGER.



LOGAN

		Hey, my name’s Logan Reed…



LEAD SINGER

		Oh, you’re that kid Coach Webster was talkin’ about.  You

		askin’ him if you could have his banana and shit…



LOGAN

		Uh yeah, anyway, my friend, Lucky, is making a movie, and

		he needs a band to do some music.  Do you think you guys

		could do it?



LEAD SINGER

		Sure, man.



LOGAN

		Well, can I hear something we could possibly use for the

		movie from you guys?



LEAD SINGER

		What’s the movie about?



LOGAN

		It’s about a one-legged guy from Germany trying to get new

		oppurtunities in America.



LEAD SINGER

		Oh… uh, well we could try.  Hang on…



The lead singer walks over to the rest of the band.  Logan and Bill sit down.  They start to play a song that parodies all movie soundtrack songs that are just there as a huge commercial to get people into the movie (i.e. “Independent Woman Part I” - Destiny’s Child, the Spideman Sum 41 song, and 50% of Will Smith’s songs).  Logan and Bill start dancing like idiots as this happens.



LEAD SINGER

		What’d you think?



LOGAN

		That was fuckin’ great…



Logan gets up to talk to him, but knocks down a bottle of Dr. Pepper.  The Dr. Pepper gets out and gets onto the wire.



LEAD SINGER

		Oh shit!



All of the band gets electrocuted one by one.  Finally, Logan and Bill are left to look at all of the members of the band, lying down dead.



BILL

		Oh my God!



LOGAN

		No, you can’t hump them, you gay necrophiliac!







BILL

		Shut the hell up… hey look, they were recording when they 

		performed that.



Logan walks over to the recorder they were using and takes out a tape.



LOGAN

		Look, man.  Lucky can use this song as a huge commercial to

		get people to come and see the movie!



BILL

		Uh… yeah.



LOGAN

		I’m the greatest friend ever.



EXT. BOX OFFICE VIDEO-NIGHT



An ESTABLISHING shot.



INT. BOX OFFICE VIDEO-NIGHT



Lucky, Alexandria, Bill, and Logan are waiting.



LOGAN

		So what exactly happens in this scene, anyway?



LUCKY

		Olaf tries to get a job here at the video store, but it

		doesn’t work out, because of Bill’s character, a bigot

		clerk.



LOGAN

		Ah, so now Bill’s the first homo-erotic bigot?



BILL

		Shut up.  There’s plenty of other homo-erotic bigots out

		there in the world.



Logan looks at him for a second.



BILL

		And I’m not one of them!



LOGAN

		Well, how long is this going to take?  I need to go to bed.



ALEXANDRIA

		What time do you usually go to sleep?



LOGAN

		What time do I usually not go to sleep?



LUCKY

		We could go ahead and film up until the part where Bob

		comes in, because he’s all we need.



Alexandria gets the camera ready.



LUCKY

		Okay, Bill, you get behind the counter…



LOGAN

		What about me?



LUCKY

		You’re just the guy looking for a movie to rent.  And try

		to pick the most stupid title you can see on the shelf.



LOGAN

		Right.



LUCKY

		So, you’ll say your line, and then I’ll come in.  And…

		action!



INT. BOX OFFICE VIDEO-MOVIE



Logan looks around at movies on the shelf, and then picks one up.



LOGAN

(exactly like the ‘Navy SEALs’ line from Clerks)

		Oooh, Mallrats!



Olaf walks in and goes up to the register where Bill is.



OLAF

		Excuse me, but are you offering job here?



CLERK

(in gay muppet voice)

		Not ta’ you, ya’ sheep-fuckin’ foreigner!



INT. BOX OFFICE VIDEO-REALITY



LUCKY

		Cut!  Look Bill, you’ve got to sound different, okay?  Your

		voice doesn’t always stay like that does it?



Bill nods, sadly.  Lucky sighs.  Suddenly, Alexandria’s cell phone rings.  She answers it.



ALEXANDRIA

		Hello?  What?  You can’t find Bob?  Well, he’s not here

		with us.  I’m sorry.  Maybe we can try and find him.



Alexandria hangs up the phone.



ALEXANDRIA

		Guys, Hillbilly Bob is lost.



LOGAN

		Who the fuck is Hillbilly Bob?



LUCKY

		Remember that hick dude that was with us in the woods

		yesterday?



LOGAN

		You?



LUCKY

		No, the other one.  And I’m not a hick.  You have to admit

		that you sound like more of a hick that me.



LOGAN

		I reckon I do.



ALEXANDRIA

		Maybe we should go looking for him.



LUCKY

		Logan, do you think you could help us look for him in your

		car?



LOGAN

		I guess.



LUCKY

		Alright, let’s go…



Lucky and Alexandria exit.



BILL

		See man, you’re not losing Lucky.



LOGAN

		You’re right.  I guess it was wrong of me to think that he

		would just want to talk to her and leave me out of things.



INT. CAR-NIGHT



Logan is driving in the front seat, while Alexandria and Lucky talk in the back seat.



LUCKY

		You’ve got to see it; it’s hilarious!  The whole movie is

		about this kid who creates a skateboard that can not only

		fly, but it can talk!



Alexandria laughs.



LOGAN

		Yeah, and Dom DeLuise plays the voice of the skateboard!



Beat.



ALEXANDRIA

		Okay, anyway…



Logan looks pissed off.



LUCKY

		You never got around to telling me what was up with your

		boyfriend.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, what do you want to know?



LUCKY

		How can you stand the guy?  He’s so much older, and he

		patronizes everyone except for you, because he’s too busy

		sticking his tongue down your throat.

(realizing his comment was mean-spirited)

		I mean, that’s just what I thought because of the way he

		was talking to me.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, we share common interests.  Look, he may not be the

		greatest guy, but at least he likes me.



Alexandria spits a piece of gum out in a trash bag under the seat.



LUCKY

		What the hell has that got to do with anything?  Shouldn’t

		you like him back for other reasons than just the fact that

		he likes you?



ALEXANDRIA

		Finding someone that you like that likes you too is kind of

		hard when you’re out of the mainstream line-up of teens out

		there.



LUCKY

		To be a slacker/nerd.



ALEXANDRIA

		I guess.



LUCKY

		We’re the fanboys and fangirls that don’t have anything to

		be a fan of.



ALEXANDRIA

		It’s better than being one of them.



LUCKY

		Hell yeah it is.



ALEXANDRIA

		Meeting with all their idiot friends and talking about

		who’s dating who, and what one person said at the mall, or

		what happened on TRL…



LUCKY

		Heh…



Logan turns in at a gas station, parks, then turns back towards them.





LOGAN

		Is this the kind of shit you guys talk about?  What the

		fuck is wrong with you?  “The people at school are

		assholes; they’re just big idiots and sell-outs…”  Jesus,

		shut the fuck up!  For God’s sake, everyone at school

		besides yourselves isn’t just a one-dimensional group of

		people.  They have lives and feelings just like you do.

		You’re the ones who act like assholes.  God, do you realize

		that the only thing you need is acceptance to be one of

		them?  But no, since they leave you out because you’re so

		much smarter then them, you have to talk shit about them

		like they’re the worst people on the planet.  Most of the

		people at our school may be a bunch of fucked up posers and

		preppy motherfuckers, but you’re not any better than them.

		In fact, you’re worse.



Logan exits.



LOGAN

(as he exits)

		Fucking retards.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, that was kind of strange.



LUCKY

		Maybe he has a point.



ALEXANDRIA

		That’s the strange part.  Usually when he has a point, he’s

		joking and laughing about it.



LUCKY

		Well, that’s the thing about Logan.  He’s not really that

		immature, he just has trouble being himself.  I think it’s

		because of his family or something.



Beat.



LUCKY

		So, how much exactly do you like your current boyfriend?



ALEXANDRIA

		So, maybe Logan wasn’t wrong after all the first time you

		guys talked to me…



LUCKY

		It’s not like that.  I just want to know.



ALEXANDRIA

		Why do you need to know?  Unless you’re jealous.



LUCKY

		I am not jealous.  For your information, I’m not looking to

		really have a girlfriend ever.





ALEXANDRIA

		Ever?



LUCKY

		Love doesn’t exist.



ALEXANDRIA

		Sounds like a kind of bitter comment.



LUCKY

		It’s the truth.  Look at the divorce rate.  And even the

		couples that are still married don’t want to be.  Love is

		just some big conspiracy to get us to pay money for flowers

		or candy, and really anything you can imagine, because we

		as humans for some reason think that there must be such a

		thing as true love, so we want to find it.  It’s not out

		there, though.



ALEXANDRIA

		How do you explain why God made Eve for Adam?



LUCKY

		Well, number one:  let’s not go into Bible shit, because

		that’s a whole other conspiracy theory I have, and number

		two:  if in fact God did make Eve for Adam, it was because

		he wanted to live vicariously through a character that he

		created.  There is no woman God for him in the Bible. 

		Hell, I used to do the same thing with characters in my

		stories.



ALEXANDRIA

		You’re saying that God created Eve because he couldn’t get

		any women, and he wanted to live vicariously through Adam?



LUCKY

		Of course.  God made Adam in his own image didn’t He?  God

		wanted some pussy but couldn’t get it, so Adam got some

		pussy.  Love is not real.  So, I’m sorry.  You’re really

		hot and all, but even if you weren’t going out with Barney

		the fuckin’ Dinosaur, I still wouldn’t be able to like you.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, that’s too bad, because there’s just something about

		the way your mind works…  when the hell is Logan getting

		back?



Lucky looks in the window of the gas station and sees Logan at a table eating Taco Bell food.



LUCKY

		It might be a while.



ALEXANDRIA

		I’ll go in and try to get him out.



Alexandria exits the car.  Lucky looks down and shake his head, then looks out the window at Alexandria.  He looks at her and realizes even though she was hot before, she’s absolutely gorgeous now that he knows her better.



LUCKY

		Oh my God…



INT. BALLROOM-LUCKY’S FANTASY



Lucky looks across the room and sees Alexandria in a beautiful dress, walking towards him.



LUCKY

		Oh fuck, it is real!



Lucky and Alexandria start to dance for a couple of minutes before the song cuts off.



INT. LOGAN’S CAR-NIGHT



LUCKY

		Wait a second, there is no way that I’m in love.



INT. BALLROOM-LUCKY’S FANTSY



Lucky and Alexandria are still dancing, until Lucky lets go, and points over to another part of the room.  Lucky & Alexandria look over and see Mr. T fighting Rick.



RICK

		Fuck man, you can’t beat me!  I’m a Super Saiyan!  Stay

		off of me!



MR. T

		No way, foo!  Mr. T is helluva tough!  Stay in school,

		drink ya’ milk!



INT. LOGAN’S CAR-NIGHT



Lucky smiles.



INT. BALLROOM-LUCKY’S FANTASY



Lucky and Alexandria are watching Mr. T kick the crap out of Rick.  They laugh for a few minutes then look at each other and start making out.



INT. LOGAN’S CAR-NIGHT



LUCKY

		Shit.  Well, I guess I am in love.



Beat.  Lucky looks over at the trashbag.



LUCKY

		Hm… looks like Logan just changed it before we got in…



Lucky picks up the trashbag and look inside.  He sees Alexandria’s gum, and then puts it back down.



LUCKY

		No…



Lucky looks inside the window in the store and sees Alexandria arguing with Logan over something.  He picks the trashbag up again.



LUCKY

		They… aren’t going to be out for a while.



Lucky reaches in and picks up the piece of gum.  He looks at it for a minute, and then kisses the wad of gum.  He looks around to see if anyone else is looking, and then starts to move as if he’s about to put the wad of gum on his…



LUCKY

(before he goes too far)

		No, no, that’s just too nasty.



Beat.  He looks around to make sure Logan & Alexandria aren’t around again, and then sticks the piece of gum in his mouth and starts chewing on it.  Apparently, he didn’t look hard enough, because Logan enters the car and looks at him.



LOGAN

		You know, they sell gum in there.



Lucky spits the gum out.



LUCKY

		Uh, yeah…



INT. GAS STATION-NIGHT



Alexandria throws away some Taco Bell papers and stuff.  She looks down the row of booths and sees a figure in the last one wearing a hat and black overalls, with a black shirt underneat.  She walks down to it, and taps the figures shoulder.  It turns around… it’s Hillbilly Bob!



ALEXANDRIA

		There you are!  We were looking for you!



HILLBILLY BOB

		What?



ALEXANDRIA

		We were filming today.



HILLBILLY BOB

		Sorry.



ALEXANDRIA

		What happened?



HILLBILLY BOB

		I… I got upset.  In case you ain’t noticed, I’m kind of a

		hick.



Alexandria nods.



HILLBILLY BOB

		Well, I’m tired o’ people classifying me as that.  You

		know, I may not be all cultural, but I do wanna’ be

		somebody.

Beat.



ALEXANDRIA

		You’re welcome.



HILLBILLY BOB

		Plus, another reason I comed out here was ‘cause one o’ mah

		sheeps is in heat, and I just didn’t wanna’ so somethin’

		mighty sinful, and mighty illegal.



ALEXANDRIA

		Why don’t you just keep that to yourself?



INT. LOGAN’S CAR-NIGHT



LOGAN

		Listen man, I just wanted to say I’m sorry.  I guess it’s

		hard to realize that you’re moving on without me.  I mean,

		I may not care about anything, whether it’s a movie, or…

		well basically anything, I do care about you.  Not in a

		Bill way, though.



LUCKY

		I know.



LOGAN

		You’re my best friend.  I guess another thing was that I

		was jealous since you’re spending all this time with

		Alexandria, and I thought you were going to stop being

		there for me.  I totally forgot that you don’t even believe

		in l-



LUCKY

		I’m in love with her.



LOGAN

		What?



LUCKY

		I just realized it.  I mean, she’s beautiful, and she’s

		smart, and she understands me… she likes to be around me.

		And it hurt me a lot to see her with that dude she’s going

		out with.  I mean, she doesn’t even like him…



Lucky notices the stunned expression on Logan’s face.



LUCKY

		Oh God… dude, I promise I’ll still hang out with you even

		if…



LOGAN

		No, no, dude.  It’s fine.



LUCKY

		I’m sorry.



LOGAN

		It’s fine.  Drop the fuckin’ thing, alright, it’s fine.



Beat.  Alexandria enters the car along with Hillbilly Bob.



ALEXANDRIA

		Look who I found in there.



HILLBILLY BOB

		Hey, y’all.



LOGAN

		So, now we can go home?



ALEXANDRIA

		Yeah.



LOGAN

		Good.



EXT. ROAD-NIGHT



Logan drives off in his car.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-MORNING



Lucky gets off the bus, and heads over to Alexandria, but before he can, he’s stopped by Bill.



BILL

		What happened last night?  Did you guys ever find that Bob

		guy?



LUCKY

		Yeah, we found him.  And Logan was almost my friend again.

		But then he got all mad… I think he’s just upset because I

		have another friend besides him.



BILL

		He’s jealous of your girlfriend.









LUCKY

		That’s the thing; she’s not even my girlfriend.  This

		sucks.  I’m going to try and get Alexandria to help me

		with getting Logan un-pissed.



BILL

		Good luck.



Lucky walks over to Alexandria.



LUCKY

		Hey.



ALEXANDRIA

		Hey.  Well, I’ve got to say, your views on love are pretty

		strange.  Are you sure you can’t try and believe in it? 

		There’s tons of girls out there who’d like someone like

		you.



LUCKY

		Yeah, I’m sure.  Hey, let’s say someone else actually did

		like you, then even if they were kind of weird, would you

		consider breaking up with Jason to go out with them?



ALEXANDRIA

		Jesus, Lucky, I am not going out with Logan.



LUCKY

		What?  No, I wasn’t talking about…



ALEXANDRIA

		I understand he’s your friend and all, but he is the most

		vulgar, immature little brat that I have ever met in my

		entire life.



LUCKY

		Well… okay then.



CUT over to Bill again, who is now standing with Logan.



LOGAN

		He’s in love with her now.



BILL

		Oh come on; you didn’t already figure that out?



LOGAN

		Shut up, you faggot.



BILL

		I’m the faggot?  I’m not the one who’s upset because my

		boyfriend is going out with another girl.



LOGAN

		He’s not going out with her yet.



Beat.



LOGAN

		And he’s not my boyfriend!  You know what this means don’t

		you?  He’s never going to hang around me because he’s going

		to be trying to be around her so she’ll like him back and

		shit.



BILL

		What if she already does?



LOGAN

		Shut the hell up.  I hate this.  I hate this whole fucking

		situation.  I knew this would end badly.  I guess it’s

		about time for me to start the Eagles.



BILL

		Paul McCartney’s other band was called Wings.



LOGAN

		Shut the fuck up!



MUSIC IN:  “Be My Yoko Ono” - Barenaked Ladies



START THE “FILMING” MONTAGE:



1.)	Lucky and Alexandria film some shots around the New River Gorge Bridge.  They then go up to the overlook area and film some around there.  They go into the museum without filming and looks at some stuff.  They see some stupid quotes on the displays.  Hillbilly Bob tries to eat a turtle shell at the touch-and-feel table.  While filming at the actual overlook, Hillbilly Bob falls off.

2.)	Lucky and Alexandria sit down together in Lucky’s living room watching TV.  The camera slowly turns around and shows that they’re watching Leprechaun in the Hood.

3.)	Lucky and Alexandria are hanging out at school.  Logan looks at them, angry.

4.)	Peter does some more of his Irish antics, but this time, they’re being filmed.  Lucky tries to give him some notes, and Peter gets mad.

5.)	Lucky and Alexandria are filming at the mall.  They walk through, and Lucky gets hit in the head by a ladder, ala Mallrats.  After some filming, Lucky is waiting to get in the bathroom.  Micahel comes out, followed by a clown.

6.)	Lucky and Alexandria watch some playback of the movie.

7.)	Lucky and Alexandria film some at Wal*Mart before being thrown out by the clerk.  The greeter runs out after they get thrown out and shouts at them.

8.)	Lucky and Alexandria try to talk Coach Webster into doing a part, but he won’t.  They finally get him to do it for a banana.

9.)	Jason patronizes Lucky some more, and then makes out with Alexandria while Lucky stands there uncomfortable.

10.)	Steven shows up to a filming dressed as Jesus.

11.)	Logan plays cards with Bill while Lucky talks with Alexandria.

12.)	Lucky, Alexandria, and Hillbilly Bob stop filming and look at a building called “The Mystery Hole.”  They go inside and check it out.  When they come out, Lucky takes some change out of his pocket, and all of the coins are bent.

13.)	Logan enters Lucky’s house holding Most Valuable Primate in his hand, only to see Lucky and Alexandria are already watching The Skateboard Kid.  He walks out, pissed.

14.)	Lucky and Alexandria film some in a cave.  Along the way, they see a huge bat, and a guy giving head to a stalagtite. 



MUSIC FADES.



EXT. LOGAN’S HOUSE-DAY



An ESTABLISHING shot.  Lucky and Alexandria knock at the door.  After a few seconds, Logan answers the door.



LOGAN

		What the hell do you guys want?



LUCKY

		Remember, you said we could film some scenes at your house?





LOGAN

		Alright, come on in.



INT. LOGAN’S HOUSE-DAY



The entire house is a mess.  There’s trash everywhere, and the furnitre is dismantled.  A cat jumps out from a mound of trash and wanders through the room.



LOGAN

		I just cleaned last night, so it should be alright for you

		guys to film.



ALEXANDRIA

		I’d hate to see what it looks like dirty.



LOGAN

		I’d hate to see what it’d be like if I kicked your ass.



Logan leaves.



LUCKY

		He’s going through a bad time right now.



ALEXANDRIA

		So, I guess we should go ahead and start, right?



LUCKY

		Yeah.  We just need to film a couple scenes where Olaf and

		Jamiee are in the house without Jamiee’s dad.



ALEXANDRIA

		Hey, uh, before we film, I just want to say thanks.





LUCKY

		For what?



ALEXANDRIA

		For everything since we started filming.  I know it’s

		probably hard for you to understand, but it’s hard for me

		to make friends?



LUCKY

		Hard for me to understand?  Alexandria, my favorite movie

		is Leprechaun in the Hood.  I know what it’s like to not

		have many friends.



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, thanks for being mine.



Lucky and Alexandria hug, and then start to kiss for a few seconds, before she stops it.	



ALEXANDRIA

		We can’t be doing this… I already have a boyfriend.



LUCKY

		A boyfriend who A:  you don’t love, and B:  is technically

		committing statuatory rape whenever he does stuff like this

		with you.



Lucky and Alexandria kiss some more.



INT. LOGAN’S ROOM-DAY



Logan is watching TV.  He sighs, turns the TV off, and starts to walk down the stairs.



INT. LIVING ROOM-DAY



Logan stops at the top of the stairs when he sees Lucky and Alexandria kissing.  He’s shocked.



ALEXANDRIA

		What about Logan’s family?



LUCKY

		His mom’s the only one here, and she never comes out of her

		room.



Lucky and Alexandria kiss some more.



LUCKY

		Wait, we better film these scenes first.



ALEXANDRIA

		Look, you really are starting to care about this movie…



LUCKY

		Yeah.  I’m going to go load the film.  I’ll be right back.



Lucky exits.  Beat.  Logan grins slyly, and then walks down the steps, and goes over to Alexandria.



LOGAN

		Hey, listen, I’ve got to warn you about something…



ALEXANDRIA

		What do you want?



LOGAN

		Look, this is my house.  You could be a little bit nicer.



ALEXANDRIA

		I’m sorry.  What is it?



LOGAN

		Look, it’s like this…



INT. LOGAN’S KITCHEN-DAY



Lucky finishes loading up the camera, and walks into the living room.



INT. LIVING ROOM-DAY



Alexandria is standing there, pissed off.



ALEXANDRIA

		Give me my camera, you fucking asshole!



LUCKY

		What?



Alexandria takes the camera.



ALEXANDRIA

		Logan clued me in on your little scheme.  I really though

		I’d found someone that was smart and funny, and liked me! 

		You know what, you were right about something, love isn’t

		fucking real!



LUCKY

		But…



ALEXANDRIA

		I can’t believe I ever even got involved with you and your

		fucking movie.  I guess for some people it’s just

		impossible to grow the fuck up.



Alexandria walks out.  Lucky stands there, alone, sad, angry, and bewildered.  Logan walks up to him.



LOGAN

		Hey, I guess you’ll have more time for Logan now, huh?



Lucky turns around to face Logan.





LUCKY

		What did you tell her?



LOGAN

		That this entire movie was just a big ploy to get her into

		bed.  Of course I had to add some more to it than that to

		get her to believe it…



LUCKY

		You fucking immature little jackass!



LOGAN

		Oh, what the fuck are you so mad about?  I’m the one who

		should be mad, what with all your parading around with

		Alexandria.  Besides, it’s not all false.  I saw you two

		making out down there.



LUCKY

		I loved her!



LOGAN

		Yeah, and that kind of got in the way of us being friends…



LUCKY

		I still wanted to be your friend Logan, because you’re a

		pretty cool guy, but I was in love.



LOGAN

		You were in love?  Fuck man, the only reason you hung out

		with her more was because she could be your friend and give

		you head, too!



LUCKY

		You know what, Logan, it’s shit like that that makes you

		immature.  I don’t give a flying fuck if you’re just

		pretending to laugh whenever I say ‘come’ but shit like

		that… you have the emotional maturity of a fucking two year

		old!  Look, I know that this is hard for you to comprehend,

		but even though you’re a great friend, I can’t just be your

		best friend forever.  You don’t understand love.



LOGAN

		I don’t understand love?  You’re the one who made up a

		stupid conspiracy theory about it.  I’m the one who

		actually did fall in love first.



LUCKY

		You got over that an hour after she moved away.  Dammit

		Logan, you didn’t know a thing about the girl you were in

		love with.  You never talked with her, or got to know what

		she liked, and what she didn’t like.  You never knew

		anything about her personality.  You didn’t love her.  You

		just tried to see what she was wearing everyday, and built

		up some fantasy over what it’d be like to be with her.



Beat.



LOGAN

		You said that you’d always be there for me.



LUCKY

		I would’ve.  I would’ve still loved her, but I would’ve

		still been there for you, Logan, because you’re my friend.



Beat.



LUCKY

		But you had to go and fuck everything up.  I’ll see you in

		Hell, you asshole.



Lucky exits.



INT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-DAY



Lucky enters the door, and slams it shut.  Peter looks at him.



PETER

		What’s the matter, Lucky?



LUCKY

		The filming’s scrapped.



PETER

		What?



LUCKY

		I’m sorry, dad, but I tried.  It just… didn’t work out.



Peter is devestated.  Beat.



PETER

		Well, I guess there’s nothing left to do then…



LUCKY

		Guess not.



PETER

		Whatta ya’ think you’ll do?



LUCKY

		Watch TV.



PETER

		Come on now, don’t let one bad ex-



LUCKY

		Don’t even try anything, dad, because it won’t work.  The

		whole world is pretty much full of idiots, and the ones

		that aren’t idiots have already found someone better than 

		me.  Don’t worry, I’ll still move out when I get out of

		school.



Lucky turns on the TV and sees a Shizzin’ Masta’ Homeless video.



LUCKY

		Might even be able to make some rap songs.



Peter walks into his room.  Lucky lays down on the couch, and sinks into deep thought as he watches the TV.



MUSIC IN:  “Summer” - Alien Ant Farm



START THE “UNHAPPY” MONTAGE:



1.)	Lucky is watching TV and thinking as the music starts up.

2.)	Logan and Bill are talking outside of the school.  Bill seems to be really into a story that he’s telling, which we can pretty much figure out from his motions.  Logan can’t though, because he’s looking over at Lucky.  Bill looks over at him and then pats Logan on the shoulder.  Logan looks at him and moves away.

3.)	Lucky is standing against a wall as Rick jumps around in front of him ala Jay and Silent Bob.  Rick looks back at Lucky and says something to him.  Lucky shrugs.  Rick goes back to his dancing and jumping.

4.)	Alexandria is talking about something with Jason.  She obviously isn’t enjoying herself, but she’s pretending to.  She laughs at a stupid joke he makes, and then they kiss.  Her eyes seem to suggest that her mind is somewhere else though.

5.)	Hillbilly Bob is sitting down at the Taco Bell, eating a lot of food, obviously depressed.  He then has a thought, but the scene cuts off before he acts on it.

6.)	Peter walks into the Scottish themed used car lot, dressed in a kilt, and tries to make a sale.  He doesn’t make it, and the person leaves.  He takes a drink of beer, and lifts his kilt in the back to press ham against a car window.  He takes his ass off the window to see that someone’s inside of it.

7.)	Lucky is lying on the couch, watching TV.  The dog jumps on him, and Lucky throws him off.

8.)	Alexandria is sitting in her room, reading, when she deicdes to turn on the TV.  MVP2 is playing on HBO Family.  She looks at it and remembers Lucky.

9.)	Lucky is also watching MVP2.  He turns the channel and sees the preview for a new movie.  At the end, he looks at the part that says “Coming Soon” and laughs, thinking of Logan.

10.)	Peter walks in from work, and gets ready to say something to Lucky, but decides just to go on to his room.

11.)	Logan rides the kiddie rides outside of the Wal*Mart alone.  The clerk comes out, and leads him back inside.  Once in there, he just sits down on the bench.

12.)	Lucky is still standing like Silent Bob to Rick’s Jay.  Lucky takes a deep breath, and walks over to Alexandria.  Before he can get there, Jason gets in front of him, and starts kicking his ass.  Lucky walks back over to Rick.

13.)	All three of the main characters look on, upset, as the song comes to a close.

14.)	Lucky walks into his house and turns the TV on again…



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



Lucky is sitting on his bed, watching the TV.



INT. JOE SNARFBLAT’S TV STUDIO-DAY



JOE SNARFBLAT, a talk show host with a big nose and a Jay Leno-esque voice, is sitting in his desk next to famous independent movie writer/director KEVIN SMITH.



JOE SNARFBLAT

		Okay, we’re back with Kevin Smith, director of movies like

		The Clerks, Mallets, and Ray and Silent Bill Strike Gold.



KEVIN SMITH

		Actually, the title to those films are a little different,

		they’re Clerks, Mallrats, and Jay and Silent Bob Strike

		Back.



JOE SNARFBLAT

		Oh, this comedy stuff isn’t so easy, is it Kev?



PAUL BURBANKS, Joe’s band leader, plays a chord as if Kevin “struck out” on his joke, very similar to what Kevin Eaubanks does.



PAUL BURBANKS

		Oh, that’s cold Jay!  That’s real cold!



KEVIN SMITH

		Well uh, anyway…



JOE SNARFBLAT

		Yeah, where do you find that you get the most ideas for

		your movies?



KEVIN SMITH

		Well, with Clerks, I actually was a clerk when I was doing

		that, so I was just writing what I knew…



JOE SNARFBLAT

		Yeah, well I know if Paul was writing a movie, then it’d be

		about getting high and getting sexually harrassed by me!



PAUL BURBANKS

		Oh, that’s sexy Joe, that’s sexy!



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-DAY



LUCKY

		That dude’s right… I should write what I know!  I know

		about making a stupid movie and having my friend wreck it

		by getting the girl who has feelings for me even though

		she’s going out with some stupid older guy… I just hope

		there’s not already any movies about that.



Lucky gets on the computer and starts to write some.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-THE NEXT MORNING



Lucky is still sitting at the desk.  The last page of his script comes out of the printer, just as his alarm sounds.  He puts some stuff in his backpack, and dashes out of the room.



INT. LIVING ROOM-MORNING



Lucky runs through as Peter is getting ready for work.



PETER

		What’re you so happy about there?



LUCKY

		I’m making a new movie, dad.



PETER

		Ah yes, now I can stop workin’ with the dirty Scotsmen!



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-MORNING



Lucky gets off the bus and walks over to Bill.



LUCKY

		Hello.  Hello.  I’m looking for Logan.



Logan walks up, just as Lucky says this, and looks at him.



LUCKY

		Look, Logan, I know I got really mad at you, and the truth

		was, and still is, I love Alexandria, and that hurt me when

		you made her leave me.  I probably said some things I

		shouldn’t have said… like you having the emotional maturity

		of a two year old.  You really are a deeper person than

		that.  But the truth is, we have a really big friendship.

		See, last night, I had a very big night.  I’d actually

		written something that I was happy with.  This script is

		funny, and it’s got a great story, and great characters,

		but it wasn’t anywhere near the vicinity of being complete,

		because I couldn’t share it with you.  I couldn’t hear your

		voice, or your constant complaints about how this is a big

		mistake, and I should just continue watching you act like a

		jackass in front of Wal*Mart.  That may not seem like much,

		but that’s what it took last time for me to want to do

		something for myself.  Logan, you complete me.  And if I

		just had…



LOGAN

(interrupting)

		Shut up!  Just shut the hell up!  You had me at hello.  You

		had me at hello.



Lucky and Logan hug.  Bill tries to get in the hug, and they both stop and look at him.



LUCKY

		So anyway, I brought the script if you’d like to take a

		look…



LOGAN

		Sure…



Logan starts reading the script.



LUCKY

(to Bill)

		Hey, do you know where I might be able to get a camera?



BILL

		I know someone that could probably get you one.



LUCKY

		Thanks, man.



LOGAN

		What’s an int?



LUCKY

		That’s short for interior.



LOGAN

		Oh…



LUCKY

		It means that the scene is inside.



LOGAN

		Ah.



LUCKY

		So anyway, I figure we make this movie, and then show it to

		Alexandria, so then she won’t be mad at me anymore.



BILL

		Alright, so let’s go get this camera.



Bill and Lucky start to walk inside the school.



LUCKY

(back to Logan)

		Aren’t you coming?



LOGAN

		Heh heh… I already did.



Lucky and Logan smile.  Logan catches up, and they all walk in.



INT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-MORNING



Lucky, Logan, and Bill are walking through the halls as they talk.



LUCKY

		So, who is this camera guy?







BILL

		Just this guy I used to be friends with… you might know

		him.  I think he has drama third block.  Anyway, he works

		with all the AV stuff, and they have a 16mm camera

		somewhere.



LUCKY

		Why?



BILL

		The old filmmaking class.  The program got cut after this

		guy made some movie that a lot of people got mad over.



LOGAN

		What was it about?



BILL

		Well, I know it sounds a little strange, but it was about

		clown sex.



Lucky and Logan look at each other horrified.



INT. STORAGE ROOM-MORNING



Lucky, Logan, and Bill enter.  Michael is inside, watching something being projected onto a screen.  We don’t see any of it, but we do hear what sounds like moans, and clown honking.



MICHAEL

		Oh yeah…



BILL

		Hey, Michael…



Michael jumps up, afraid.



MICHAEL

		Ohh, what?!  Oh, it’s just you guys.



Lucky, Logan, and Bill look at the screen.



LUCKY

		Enjoying your… film?



MICHAEL

		Yes, I was.



LOGAN

		Okay, now I get turned on by plenty of things, way too many

		things that probabaly shouldn’t turn me on, but that is the

		most god damn disgusting piece of shit I have ever seen.  I

		really didn’t need to see what they were all doing in that

		little car.



BILL

		Listen, Michael, we need a camera.



MICHAEL

		For what?



LUCKY

		This movie I’m doing.



MICHAEL

		Will there be any… naked clowns in it?



LUCKY

		Uh, probably not.



MICAHEL

		Well then, I don’t know… what if one of you kissed me?



LOGAN

		Hey now, that is sexual harassment, and we don’t have to

		take that.



LUCKY

		Yeah, I’ll just buy my own camera…



BILL

		Hell, I’m not afraid to take one for the team.



Bill kisses Michael.  Lucky and Logan look at each other in disgust.



LOGAN

		I fuckin’ knew it.



LUCKY

		Well, at least I’ve got my camera now.



LOGAN

		I’m really sorry about the whole Alexandria thing.  It’s

		just that… I don’t know, without you, I don’t have anyone

		to really give a fuck about what I’m doing with my life.  I

		guess I just felt threatened.



LUCKY

		It’s okay, dude.  I’m going to be able to fix it.



LOGAN

		I guess we really can’t be jackasses our entire lives. 

		We’ve got to do something sometime.  You’ll let me mooch

		off you though, won’t you?



LUCKY

		Of course.  You’ll be my Allen Covert.



LOGAN

		Thanks.



Michael hands Lucky the camera, while still kissing Bill.



LOGAN

		You know, that’s going to be you and Alexandria soon.



Lucky looks at them, and back at Logan.



LUCKY

		I hope to God not.



Lucky and Logan exit.



LOGAN

		You know she has a penis…



LUCKY

		Shut up!



INT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL HALLWAYS-MORNING



Lucky and Logan are walking through the halls and talking.



LOGAN

		Okay, so we have a camera.  Now what do we do?



LUCKY

		We just get some film, and film the sucker…



CUT TO shots of Lucky and Logan filming this new movie, casting it, and doing other technical stuff as they talk over it.



LOGAN

		You know, this technical shit is pretty hard, but this

		movie actually looks pretty cool…



LUCKY

		Yeah, I figure after we show it to Alexandria, we might be

		able to get it to some film festivals or something.



LOGAN

		Do they have rides there?



LUCKY

		It’s not that kind of festival.



LOGAN

		That’s false advertising.



LUCKY

		So, you really think the film’s good?



LOGAN

		Yeah.  It’s better than Kazaam at least.



LUCKY

		If only we had a rapping genie in our movie…



CUT TO a shot of Rick being approached by Lucky and Logan.  In the next shot, he’s dressed up like a genie and rapping.  In the next parts, we see Lucky and Logan doing stuff relating to post-production.



LOGAN

		How much do you really have to edit?  Can’t we just use it

		the way it is?



LUCKY

		No, because then it’d just be a jumbled mess.



LOGAN

		Audiences like jumbled messes these days.  You shouldn’t

		focus too much on change.  Studies show that your first try

		is usually your best.



LUCKY

		But I have to do it this way…



LOGAN

		You always have to go by the book like an asshole.  Just be

		innovative.



LUCKY

		No, I have to edit it.



LOGAN

		Fine, but you won’t be winning any awards.



LUCKY

		I’m not doing this for awards, man.



LOGAN

		Oh.  Sex, then?



LUCKY

		I’m doing it because I like to.



LOGAN

		I think I’m going to go ahead and do what I like doing

		while you do that.



Beat.



LUCKY

		Jesus, I’m glad this is a voice-over.



INT. LUCKY’S ROOM-MORNING, WEEKS LATER



Lucky is editing while Logan lays on the bed and reads a magazine.  Lucky finally finishes the process, and lays the finished film down on his desk.



LOGAN

		It’s done?



LUCKY

		Yeah.







LOGAN

		Alright!  Our movie’s done!  So now, how do we get it

		released?



LUCKY

		We’ll have to ask Alexandria.



LOGAN

		But I want some pussy now.



LUCKY

		You play an idiot who runs around talking about how he

		wants to get laid.



LOGAN

		Yeah… and now I want to get laid.



LUCKY

		get you a lot of girls.



LOGAN

		… wha?



LUCKY

		The character is basically yourself, and you don’t get any

		girls now, do you?



Beat.



LOGAN

		This is the worst fucking movie ever made.



LUCKY

		I’ve been waiting to hear you say that.  Now let’s go try

		and find Alexandria.



LOGAN

		Alright, but in the next movie, I wanna’ get some pussy…



INT. DRAMA CLASS-DAY



Lucky and Logan are sitting in their seats.  They look back at Alexandria’s seat to see that she isn’t there.



LUCKY

		Where could she be?  She’s been here every day this year.



LOGAN

		Maybe she had to go to a hot lesbian party.



LUCKY

		Okay, I know you’re just getting back to being “yourself,”

		but you’re kind of overdoing it.



LOGAN

		Sorry.



The drama teacher walks over to the TV.



DRAMA TEACHER

		I don’t have any idea where the hell I am, so let’s all

		watch some TV…



The drama teacher turns the TV on.  Channel Two News appears on the screen.



INT. CHANNEL TWO NEWS STUDIO-DAY



Lex Yani-Shore is sitting next to Terra Ling.  The show has already begun.



TERRA

		The Moonprance film festival has started up in Washington

		D.C.  Many independent filmmakers who just couldn’t make it

		into Sundance come every year to get their movies shown,

		just like the couple behind the movie Grandma Dies Trying,

		Alexandria Ripa and Jason Graves…



EXT. WASHINGTON D.C.-DAY



JASON

		I just love the ability to let all these people see our

		movie, especially since Sundance deemed it a stupid waste

		of effort and money.  What do you think Alexandria?



Alexandria is just staring off, thinking of something else.



JASON

		Alexandria?



ALEXANDRIA

		Oh yeah, the movie’s great…



INT. DRAMA CLASS-DAY



LUCKY

		Oh my God, that’s where she is!



LOGAN

		Hey, if we got there, we could probably show our movie.



LUCKY

		Yeah, well I doubt that’ll be able to happen.  That’s all

		the way in Washington D.C., and we don’t have any money for

		gas for your car.



LOGAN

		What about your dad?



LUCKY

		There’s the money thing again.  My dad hasn’t gotten any

		money since he quit his job at the used car lot.  Shit,

		this sucks!  Now I’m never going to be able to see her

		again, and I’m just going to be stuck here in West

		Virginia…



INT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-LUCKY’S FANTASY



Lucky, Logan, and Peter, now older, are sitting on the couch watching TV.



PETER

		You know, I really gotta’ thank you boys fer’ steppin’ up

		and helpin’ me out.  Without yer’ money, I wouldn’t be able

		to sit on the couch getting drunk and watchin’ TV all day.



LOGAN

		No problem man, because neither would we.



LUCKY

		Hey look, on E!, it’s Hollywood’s hottest couples!



LOGAN

		Yeah, let’s see us some sexin’!



Peter turns the channel to E!.



LOGAN

		Hey, this ain’t sexin’.  This is just one o’ them gay ass

		talky things… like that movie you wrote that one time.

		Boy, it’s a good thing you decided to become an

		exterminator instead of a writer, because if you kept that

		shit up, I wouldn’t be able to understand a damn word you

		‘us sayin’.



PETER

		Hey, ain’t that girl that was gonna’ help you with the

		movie?



LUCKY

		Yeah, I think it is…



EXT. HOLLYWOOD MANSION-DAY



Alexandria and Jason are sitting outside doing an interview.



JASON

		Yeah, me and Alexandria got together when we were doing our

		first independent movie together.



ALEXANDRIA

		While that was going on though, I actually liked this other

		guy…







JASON

(laughing)

		Oh, this story is so pathetic…



ALEXANDRIA

		He tried to tell me that I should be going out with someone

		that I liked who liked me back.  And you know, I did like

		him back, but then I found out he just wanted to have sex 

		with me, so I stopped talking to him.



JASON

		Yeah, and we have a pretty good relationship, don’t we,

		Ally?



ALEXANDRIA

		Don’t call me Ally.



JASON

		Why not?



ALEXANDRIA

		Because it’s stupid.  I like my real name.



JASON

		I was just trying to shorten it…



ALEXANDRIA

		Well, don’t!  Anyway, yeah, we have a great relationship.

		The sex is great anyway.



INT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-DAY



Peter and Logan are laughing.



LOGAN

		Look there, you almost had you a movie star as yer’

		girlfriend.



LUCKY

		Yeah, I guess so.



The dog, now actually a guy in a dog suit, bursts through the room with a machine gun.



DOG

		You couldn’t just let me hump you, could ya’, Lucky?  Now

		all you motherfuckers are gonna’ pay!



INT. DRAMA CLASS-REALITY



Logan snaps Lucky out of his fantasy.



LOGAN

		Are you okay?







LUCKY

		Uh yeah… I mean no.  My life is fucking ruined.  I should 

		just die now.



Steven walks up to Lucky’s desk.



STEVEN

		No, my Son, a miracle will save you.



LUCKY

		Steven, I really don’t have time for your Jesus stuff right

		now.



The drama teacher starts throwing money around.



DRAMA TEACHER

		Take all the money, you bastards!  Let the sharp teethed

		preidents gnaw away at your souls!



Lucky starts picking up money.



LUCKY

		Oh my God, Steven, you really are Jesus?!



LOGAN

(to Lucky)

		No he’s not, he just gave the teacher some pot.



LUCKY

		Oh… well, we’re still going to Moonprance!



EXT. LUCKY’S HOUSE-LATER



Lucky and Logan are loading stuff into Logan’s car.  Peter walks out to see them off.



PETER

		You guys, I just want to say that I’m really proud of ya’.

		You go out there and make me proud…  oh yeah, and Lucky,

		take this…



Peter hands Lucky a four-leaf clover from his pocket.



PETER

		This’ll give you the luck of the Irish.



LUCKY

		But Dad, you got this on your trip to Ireland.  I can’t

		just take this.



PETER

		You think that’s the one from Ireland?  Hell no, what do

		you think I am, a jackass?  I have me one from Ireland

		stored up.  I just bought that for 20 cents at a gas

		station.



Peter leaves to enter the house.



PETER

		Givin’ ‘im the one from Ireland… heh heh, the jackass…



LUCKY

		I love sentimental moments with my father.



LOGAN

		Well man, let’s get to D.C.!



Lucky and Logan get into the car.



EXT. MAP-DAY



We see a huge map of the United States, and a picture of Logan’s car moving up from Oak Hill to Washington D.C.



INT. LOGAN’S CAR-DAY



Lucky and Logan look outside the windows, and they really are driving along a map of the United States.



LUCKY

		Is it just me, or does this driving on a map thing really

		scare the piss out of you?



LOGAN

		Why would it scare the piss out of me?



LUCKY

		Because we’re on a map of the United States instead of a

		road.



LOGAN

		Hey, it beats traffic.



EXT. WASHINGTON D.C.-NIGHT



We see a couple of shots from famous places in D.C. before going back into the car with Lucky and Logan.



INT. LOGAN’S CAR-NIGHT



Lucky and Logan are driving around D.C. trying to get to the film festival.  Logan looks out the window and sees the Washington Monument, and just starts cracking up.



LOGAN

		Oh my God… heh, I want my monument to be like that whenever

		I die.



LUCKY

		You should probably keep driving.



LOGAN

		I know, but look!  It’s like a huge fucking boner!



LUCKY

		Yeah, but we need to get to this film festival.





LOGAN

		Alright, fine.  But we should do a movie about a huge boner

		sometime and film it at the Washington Monument.



LUCKY

		Maybe.  So anyway, I wonder where this film festival is…



Logan accidently runs into someone.



LOGAN

		Oh shit!



LUCKY

		Did you just hit someone?



LOGAN

		Hey, I’ve got an idea!  Let’s ask that dude for directions!



LUCKY

		The dude that we just hit?



LOGAN

		Yeah!



Lucky and Logan exit the car.



EXT. WASHINGTON D.C.-NIGHT



Lucky and Logan walk around to the front of the car and see a man with a film lying beneath the car.  He pulls himself up and looks at Lucky and Logan.



LOGAN

		You okay there, buddy?



FILMMAKER

		Fuck no, I’m not okay!  You just hit me, you crazy

		motherfucker!



LOGAN

		I’m sorry; I really am.  We’re from West Virginia.



FILMMAKER

		Do I look like I care?



LUCKY

		I see you got a film there.  Do you know where the

		Moonprance Film Festival is by any chance?



FILMMAKER

Yeah, it’s at the movie theater right across from here. That’s where I’m trying to go.  I just went out to

		get something to eat, and now I need to get to the festival

		so Kevin Smith can introduce my movie.



LUCKY

		The guy who did Clerks is here?



FILMMAKER

		Yes, “the guy who did Clerks” is here.  You know, he also

		has other movies, dumbass.



LOGAN

		You could try and be a little nicer to my friend.



FILMMAKER

		You just hit me, jackass!



LOGAN

		Sorry.



LUCKY

		Anyway, I know you must be in a hurry and all, but do you

		have any idea on how I could get my movie into the

		festival?



FILMMAKER

		Uh, maybe sign up beforehand.  Jesus, my movie’s going to

		be the last one shown. 



LUCKY

		Shit!



FILMMAKER

		And also, another tip might be to try not submitting a film

		at all, since you’re a couple of inbred hicks who don’t

		know how to drive, and only think of Kevin Smith as “the

		guy who did Clerks.”



LUCKY

		Hey, c’mon pal…



LOGAN

		What’s going to happen if you get there too late?



FILMMAKER

		They’ll probably replace me or something, so I really need

		to get up there… did you understand all of the words in

		that sentence?



LOGAN

(to Lucky)

		You hear that?  They’ll replace him!



FILMMAKER

		God… I’m getting out of here!



The filmmaker limps slowly towards the theater.  Logan looks at Lucky as if he’s suggesting something.



LUCKY

		No way dude, he’s already hurt.





LOGAN

		Yeah, but did you see how big of a jerk-off he was?



LUCKY

(sighs)

		Yeah.



LOGAN

		And don’t you want to see Alexandria again?



LUCKY

		Yeah.



Lucky and Logan run up to the filmmaker.



FILMMAKER

		Listen, I don’t need any help or anything, just get the 

		fuck away…



Lucky and Logan start to kick the guy’s ass.  They take his film and break it.  He lays down crying on the street.



LUCKY

		I’m really sorry man, it’s just that there’s this girl I 

		really need to-



LOGAN

		Quit apologizing; he deserved it!  Now let’s get to that

		fucking film festival with the Dog guy.



LUCKY

		It’s actually Dogma…



LOGAN

		Do you want me to kick your ass, too?



Lucky and Logan run over to the movie theater, and go inside.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-NIGHT



Alexandria and Jason are sitting down, waiting for the movie to start.



ALEXANDRIA

		Where is this guy?  I want to get home…



JASON

		All you’ve wanted to do since we got here is go home.

		Can’t you just have some fun?



ALEXANDRIA

		I guess… it’s not like being back in West Virginia is going

		to make me any happier.  I just wish my life wasn’t so 

		shitty.



JASON

		This is about Lucky, isn’t it?



ALEXANDRIA

		I just wish he didn’t turn out to be such a jackass.  I

		really liked him.



JASON

		Alexandria, there’s always going to be guys like that.

		Guys that seem pretty cool, but are actually not great at

		all.  Those kind of guys’ll even be around when you get to

		be my age.  It’s a good thing you have me.



ALEXANDRIA

		Is it?



JASON

		Yes… why wouldn’t it be?



ALEXANDRIA

		Doesn’t our age difference ever turn you off?



JASON

		Of course not.



Alexandria smiles.



JASON

		You’re way too hot to let that get in the way.



Alexandria sighs, and looks away.  He starts to kiss her.  As they kiss, Lucky and Logan run through the aisles with their film.



ALEXANDRIA

		Is that…



JASON

		What the hell are those fucks doin’ here?



Lucky and Logan come to the front, where KEVIN SMITH is waiting.



KEVIN SMITH

		There you are.  I’ve been waiting about a half an hour, for

		God’s sake.  Go take the film up to the projection booth…



Logan runs out of the theater to take the film to the projectionist.



LUCKY

		Actually, there’s been kind of a-



KEVIN SMITH

		The crowd’s getting restless, just tell me later.



Kevin grabs a microphone.



KEVIN SMITH

		Welcome everyone, to the last film here at Moonprance. 

		It’s a film that I think is better than anything I’ve ever

		done, or anything I’ve ever seen before.  This makes Star

		Wars look like The Skateboard Kid.



INT. PROJECTION BOOTH-NIGHT



Logan hears this, and scowls.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-NIGHT



KEVIN SMITH

		So, here it is…



Lucky steps up.



LUCKY

		Actually, the movie you’re about to see is not that movie,

		because that movie was destroyed after my friend and I ran

		over and beat up the guy holding it.



The crowd gasps.



LUCKY

		Hey, I’m sorry, but I had to get this film here… not just

		to show it to you people, but to show it to one person who

		really doesn’t like me right now.



KEVIN SMITH

On second thought, the guy who did that other movie did seem kind of like a Nazi.



LUCKY

		So anyway, this movie you’re about to see is called

		Independent Movie.  It’s a movie about a guy making a

		movie.  So, here it is…



The lights go out, and the film starts.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-DAY, MOVIE



The title credits go by, as the camera PANS DOWN from the sky to settle on Lucky and Logan… er, Charmy and Xavier.



CHARMY

		So, Xavier, thinking of making a jackass out of yourself

		again today?



XAVIER

		Of course, Charmy.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-NIGHT



JASON

		They actually called the character Charmy?  God, this is so

		stupid…



Alexandria doesn’t notice Jason’s comment and keeps watching.



EXT. OAK HILL HIGH SCHOOL-DAY, MOVIE



Xavier picks up a thing of french fries, and takes one out.  He puts it on his crotch.



XAVIER

		Look, Charmy, I’ve got a french fry erection!



INT. MOVIE THEATER-NIGHT



The audience remains silent.  Logan gets into a seat beside Lucky.



LOGAN

		I’m not sure that this movie presents the best image of me…



LUCKY

		Yeah, sorry about that.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-LATER



The audience is still watching.



INT. CLASSROOM-DAY, MOVIE



Charmy walks up to a girl named Cassie.



CHARMY

		They’re all assholes, aren’t they?



CASSIE

		What?



CHARMY

Everyone in this school.  They’re all idiots just walking along and doing whatever the media tells them, just trying to make sure they’re just the same as everyone around them, even if that means just selling your soul.



CASSIE

		And you’re not one of these people?



CHARMY

		Of course not.  I guess it’d be better if I wasn’t like

		that and said something about it, but more often I just sit

		back and watch it happen.



CASSIE

		And why are you talking about this to me now?



CHARMY

		I don’t even really know.



CASSIE

		I guess we’re both wrong, then.



CHARMY

		Why?





CASSIE

		Because we both thought that we were the only ones above

		all of this.



Xavier comes over.



XAVIER

		So, are you going to fuck him?



CASSIE

		What?



XAVIER

		He came over here to talk to you because he wanted you to

		fuck him?  Are you going to do it?



CASSIE

		On second thought, maybe I was right…



CHARMY

		No, see it’s just…



CASSIE

		Just go away.



Charmy and Xavier walk away.



CHARMY

		You know, I really liked talking to her.



XAVIER

		Yeah, and I really like screwing up your life.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-NIGHT



Alexandria watches the scene regretfully.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-LATER



The audience is still watching.



INT. XAVIER’S CAR-NIGHT, MOVIE



Charmy, Cassie, and Xavier are in the car, just like the scene earlier in the movie.



CHARMY

		All those people at school are such idiots...



CASSIE

		Meeting with all their idiot friends and talking about

		who’s dating who, and what one person said at the mall, or

		what happened on TRL…



CHARMY

		Heh…



Xavier turns in at a gas station, parks, then turns back towards them.



XAVIER

		Is this the kind of shit you guys talk about?  What the

		fuck is wrong with you?  “The people at school are

		assholes; they’re just big idiots and sell-outs…”  Jesus,

		shut the fuck up!  For God’s sake, everyone at school

		besides yourselves isn’t just a one-dimensional group of

		people.  They have lives and feelings just like you do.

		You’re the ones who act like assholes.  God, do you realize

		that the only thing you need is acceptance to be one of

		them?  But no, since they leave you out because you’re so

		much smarter then them, you have to talk shit about them

		like they’re the worst people on the planet.  Most of the

		people at our school may be a bunch of fucked up posers and

		preppy motherfuckers, but you’re not any better than them.

		In fact, you’re worse.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-NIGHT



The audience applauds.



LOGAN

(to Lucky)

		You hear that?  That’s all for me.



LUCKY

		Yeah, but doesn’t it kind of give off the impression that

		everyone thinks the character based on me is annoying?



LOGAN

		Dude, shut up and quit being so annoying.  I’m trying to

		watch this.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-LATER



The audience is still watching the movie.



INT. XAVIER’S HOUSE-DAY, MOVIE



The scene goes on just as it happened earlier…



CASSIE

		I can’t believe I ever even got involved with you and your

		fucking movie.  I guess for some people it’s just

		impossible to grow the fuck up.



Cassie walks out.  Charmy stands there, alone, sad, angry, and bewildered.  Xavier walks up to him.



XAVIER

		Hey, I guess you’ll have more time for Xavier now, huh?



Charmy turns around to face Xavier.





CHARMY

		What did you tell her?



XAVIER

		That this entire movie was just a big ploy to get her into

		bed.  Of course I had to add some more to it than that to

		get her to believe it…



CHARMY

		You fucking immature little jackass!



XAVIER

		Oh, what the fuck are you so mad about?  I’m the one who

		should be mad, what with all your parading around with

		Cassie.  Besides, it’s not all false.  I saw you two

		making out down there.



CHARMY

		I loved her!



XAVIER

		Yeah, and that kind of got in the way of us being friends…



CHARMY

		I still wanted to be your friend Xavier, because you’re a

		pretty cool guy, but I was in love.



XAVIER

		You were in love?  Fuck man, the only reason you hung out

		with her more was because she could be your friend and give

		you head, too!



CHARMY

		You know what, Xavier, it’s shit like that that makes you

		immature.  I don’t give a flying fuck if you’re just

		pretending to laugh whenever I say ‘come’ but shit like

		that… you have the emotional maturity of a fucking two year

		old!  Look, I know that this is hard for you to comprehend,

		but even though you’re a great friend, I can’t just be your

		best friend forever.  You don’t understand love.



XAVIER

		I don’t understand love?  You’re the one who made up a

		stupid conspiracy theory about it.  I’m the one who

		actually did fall in love first.



CHARMY

		You got over that an hour after she moved away.  Dammit

		Xavier, you didn’t know a thing about the girl you were in

		love with.  You never talked with her, or got to know what

		she liked, and what she didn’t like.  You never knew

		anything about her personality.  You didn’t love her.  You

		just tried to see what she was wearing everyday, and built

		up some fantasy over what it’d be like to be with her.



Beat.



XAVIER

		You said that you’d always be there for me.



CHARMY

		I would’ve.  I would’ve still loved her, but I would’ve

		still been there for you, Xavier, because you’re my friend.



INT. MOVIE THEATER-NIGHT



Alexandria is now looking at the movie shocked.  Jason looks over at her.



JASON

		That guy really needs to get over himself.  I might just

		have to kick his ass later… look, he’s still trying to get

		you back into his pants.



The film stops.  The audience is silent for a moment.



AUDIENCE MEMBER 3

		What the fuck happened to the movie?



LOGAN

		Dude, what’d you do to the ending?



Lucky grabs a microphone and stands in the front.



LUCKY

		That’s right, I didn’t attach the ending to the movie,

		because there isn’t one yet.  This entire film is based on

		fact…



AUDIENCE MEMBER 2

		Even the Zombie Hitler thing?



LUCKY

		No, I made that up… but the movie is mostly based on

		something that happened to me.  I had to make a movie to

		get the money from my grandfather who I didn’t even know’s

		will, but then it became more than that.  It became

		something I did for myself.  But I would’ve grown tired of

		that, like I do with everything.  Someone changed that

		though.  See, my interest with making a movie, with doing

		anything at all, relied solely on her.  And then something

		happened to screw that up.



Logan gets up.



LOGAN

		Sorry about that… I was just jealous since you know… I’d

		been hanging out with Lucky first.



LUCKY

		Right, so anyway-



LOGAN

		By the way, if any girls do want to get with me in any way,

		just try and talk to me after Lucky’s finished…



LUCKY

		Shut up, man.



LOGAN

		Sorry.



LUCKY

		Anyway, the last few weeks… well, months now, I’ve been

		horrible, because I haven’t had that person.  That’s why I

		made this movie, and came all the way up here to show it.

		I’m sorry to all you people that wanted to see a real

		movie, but I had to do this, or I would’ve still been

		horrible.  So, Alexandria, can we be friends again?



Alexandria runs up to the front.



ALEXANDRIA

		We can be more than friends.



Alexandria and Lucky kiss.  The audience applauds.  After a few moments, Jason stands up.



JASON

		What about me?



ALEXANDRIA

I’m sorry, but the only reason I liked you was because you were the only person that liked me.  I really like Lucky, though.



Lucky and Alexandria kiss some more.  The music accompanying the scene cuts off as Jason fires a gunshot into the air.



JASON

		That’s not a good enough explanation!



LOGAN

		How the fuck did he get a gun?



JASON

		Listen, you can’t just leave me for that asshole.  



ALEXANDRIA

		Why not?



Jason aims the gun at Lucky.



JASON

		Because it’d be necrophillia.



Kevin Smith gets up.











KEVIN SMITH

		Listen, Jason I think it was, as much as I don’t like to

		gloat, I have an entire room of fans here, and I can have

		more to make your life a living Hell if you kill Lucky.



JASON

		Chuh, like I’m scared of Silent Bob.



KEVIN SMITH

		Get him!



The fans start to beat Jason up.



LUCKY

(to Kevin)

		Thanks, Mr. Smith.



KEVIN SMITH

		Please, call me Silent Bob.



LUCKY

		But doesn’t it disturb you to be called by your character’s

		name?



KEVIN SMITH

		Doesn’t it disturb you to be called Lucky?



LUCKY

		Yeah.



ALEXANDRIA

		I’m sorry, Lucky.  I should’ve never believed Logan… I love

		you.



LUCKY

		I love you too.



KEVIN SMITH

		You know, this is the most beautiful thing I’ve ever seen.



LUCKY

		Do you think you might try to release my movie through View

		Askew Productions then?



KEVIN SMITH

		What, that piece of shit?  No way.



LUCKY

		Uh… thanks anyway?



KEVIN SMITH

		Actually, there is a movie that I picked up for the

		production company that I think you’re actually in.



LUCKY

		What?



KEVIN SMITH

		Yeah, a guy named Hillbilly Bob brought a movie called One-

		Legged Man from Germany.



LUCKY

		Oh my God… that’s my movie!



KEVIN SMITH

		Sorry, but you didn’t have any of the copyrights on it, so

		I guess Bob just…



LUCKY

		No, I mean, this is still great, because I made it.  Uh,

		how many theaters do you think it’ll get into?



KEVIN SMITH

		Some Miramax guys saw it and said they’d try and get it

		into at least 20 if we can fix some things up.



LUCKY

		Alright, I’ll get the inheritance money!  This is great!



Lucky and Alexandria kiss some more.  Logan walks up to Kevin Smith.



LOGAN

		I’m sorry man, but this ending is just way too fucking

		happy.



KEVIN SMITH

		I know, but at least everything turned out alright.



LOGAN

		It sucks when that stuff happens though.  Let’s go

		find a lesbian and propose a threesome with her.



Kevin Smith slaps Logan just like Alyssa did to Holden in Chasing Amy.



KEVIN SMITH

		You bastard.



EXT. HOLLYWOOD MOVIE THEATER-NIGHT



A huge movie premire is going on.  On a sign above the theater is the logo for One-Legged Man from Germany.



INT. HOLLYWOOD MOVIE THEATER LOBBY-NIGHT



Lucky, Logan, and Alexandria are waiting outside of the bathrooms.



ALEXANDRIA

		What’s taking Bill so long?



LUCKY

		I don’t know, but I hope he comes out soon.  I sure as hell

		don’t want to miss the start of my own movie.



Bill comes out of the bathroom.



LOGAN

		What took ya’ so long?  I respect your sexuality and all,

		but we don’t exactly have time for you to stop and look

		around.



BILL

		Why can’t you just accept that I’m not gay?



LUCKY
